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That difficulties have arisen in the interpretation of the ;
said Act and in the application of the said Aet to circum-
stances that were not contemplated at the time the Act
was passed; and

That it is therefore, by reason of the war, deemed neces-

- sary, for the security, defence, peace, order and welfare

of Canada, to make regulations deﬁmng the rights of persons
to reinstatement in civil employment pending reconsidera-
tion of the said Act by Parliament;

Therefore, His Excellency the Governor General in Coun-
cil, on the recommendation of the Minister of Labour and
under the authority of the War Measures Act and The
Reinstatement in Civil Employment Act, 1942, is pleased to
make the following regulations and they are hereby made
and established accordingly.

THE REINSTATEMENT REGULATIONS.

1. These regulations may be mted as THE REINSTATE-
MENT REGULATIONS.

2. In these regulations, unless the context otherwise

requires,

(a) “Act” means The Reinstatement in Civil Employment
Act, 1942;

(b) “applicant” means a person who is or elaims to be
entitled to reinstatement under the Act;

(¢) “Minister” means the Minister of Labour;

(d) ‘“‘reinstatement’” means reinstatement under the Aect;

(e) “reinstated employee” means an employee who has
been reinstated under the Act;

(f) “Reinstatement Officer’”” means a person designated
as such under these regulations;

(g) “‘Selective Service Officer” means a National Selective
Service Officer appointed under the National Selective
Service Civilian Regulations; and

(h ) other words and expressions have the same respective
meanings as in the Act.

3. For the purposes of the Act and these regulations,
where a man has,

(a) upon being served with an order requiring him to
report for military training, service or duty under
regulations made by the Governor in Council, or

(b) in the belief that he has been or will be accepted for
service in one of His Majesty’s armed forces,

left his employment to comply with the order or to enter the
service,
