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weekend, to lead the fight against pollution. These groups
must be committed in a non-partisan way to water quality in
our country.

I call on the Minister to display leadership. I believe that
throughout the country there is a sense of hope that the
Minister will take leadership. Above all, I call for urgency,
seriousness and citizen involvement. We must stop trying to
pretend that these pollution problems should be covered up in
order not to give a bad name to our community. We must
become serious and act now with urgency.
