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latter enterprise involves the integration of mental hygiene
into the training of general hospital nurses in the vicinity
of Toronto and also the training of nurses who will specialize

in psychiatric and mental hygiene work.

Too much importance cannot be attached to this

significant Canadian development,

Integration of Mental Hygiene into the School

System of Montreal.

The Quebec Section of the Canadian National Committee
for Mental Hygiene has met with marked success during the past
year in introducing mental hygiene practices into the entire
school system - Catholic and Protestant - of the City of
Montreal. An initial move has been made in this regard in

the City of Quebec.

This progress has been due to the statesmanship of
the President and Members of the Board of the Province of

Quebec Section. The National Committee makes an annual

grant of $10,000 to this division.

Activities Leading to the Enlargement of the Mental

Hospital at Brandon, lanitoba.

Since its inception in 1918 the National Committee
has continued to keep in close touch with the mental hospitals
of the Dominion. Indeed practically every institution is

visited once a year, or more frequently.

Recent studies conducted in Maenitoba revealed the
fact that the institution at Brandon was becoming overcrowded

and that an extension to the hospital plant was necessary.

This fact was brought to the attention of the Prime Minister
