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I also discussed with Dean Laird 
some matters with reference to our Arte course and 
the course which should be taken by teachers in train­
ing for High chool diplomas.

degree in which the subject of Education is compulsory 
in the 3rd and 4th years, is accepted. 
about this is that a teacher

The difficulty
may expect to receive a

High chool diploma and be employed as a teacher in 
French who in our Arts course took very little French» 
This applies to other subjects as mathematics and
History, etc. It would seam, therefore, to be practically 
imperative that those who are going on for High School
diplomas should be pbliged to take a particular course 
and that a fairly rigid one.
