ETOBICOKE COUNCILLOR
TO ISSUE. INJUNCTION

The farmers of Itobicoke are complain.
ing very bitterly of the present condition
of the Lake Shore road, and state that it
is almost impossible for them to get their
produce to market, owing to the depth
of .the mud on the road, They clatm
that the good roads commission some
time ago appropriated a sum of money
for the improvement of the road, but that
fittle or nothing has been done.

Samuel Wright of fong PBEranch, a
member of ‘the Etobicoke Council, told
The World yesterday that if the roads
commissioners dld not proceed at once
with the repairing of the road, he per-
sonally would issue an dnjunction re-
straining the Etoblecoke Council from
making any grant for road work,

“From the west end of KEtobicoke to
Mimleo,” he said, “jt is absolutely im-
possible to drive & horse and wagon thru
the mud at the present time. Some time
ago 'a sum of money was voted by the
commission for the purpose of fixing up
tkis road, and they promised to glve it
their firat attention, but up to the pres-
ent nothing has been done. The people
have been very patient in the matter .us
they believed that the commissioners
would carry out their promsise; but we in-
