It was six years later before
madame met him, when she went to
receive & pension from him, due thru
an ancestor. She lived some years

In 1670 the king was looking for &

tutcr for hls two children by Madame
de Montespan, and Madame Scarron
was approached with 4 view to become
their foster mother, The positicn was
not an hononable one, but the king
commanded her, - and in secre: she
brought up these two children, while
still-ccntinuing. her accustomed work,
in order to avoid suspicion and dis-
grace for the king and Marguise Mon-
tespan.

She had ‘schooled "herself during' these
yeanrs into becoming - more  serious-
minded. . After very great thought
about -the turbulent, cohdltions-of ‘the
French éourt, she degided to do all’she
cowld - to- make the. life of the queen
happy. “Madame was vexed at the lax-
ity of the French priests towards the
‘king's . improper life  and : determined
to use her influence to bring Hfm to a
'better way -of llying.. She’ succeeded
in “bringing him ‘back to the gueen’s
side, and . after thequeen’s death she
became the king’s lawful .wife.

- Madame started-a - fund to provide for
poor dauxhtm of the mobility.: These
girls were. to be taken at the age 'of

educated at the:king’s expemnse, and
at the age of 21 to be presented with
£3000 and @ trousseau. /They were
trained to make good wives and house-
keepers, and received . religious train-
ing "as well as * instruction in the
arts,

She drew up-the plan for her school.
The sisters were not. to be regular
nuns, but later on they found the 80-
ciety. too: worldly and had to get nuns
for sisters. They were given. the rev-
enue of the Abbey of San Domique
and it was supplemented from the
king's purse. The girls were divided
into classes, designated by - various
colored ribbons. They were taught
standard French, music,” history,
dancing, cooking, laundry and dress-
making. Some assisted.in the infirm-
ary, some in the household, and others
repaired  -the - linen and- altar cloths.
Madame thus anticipated our mod-
ern courses "in .domestic- economy.

Madame held ‘the foundation of ‘all
morality to be religion. -She impress-
ed.‘upon the girls. that life' was defi-
clent and  happiness unattainable
without . .religion, She said - religion
ineed not impel them .to the life of the
clofster, but rather to go out among
the people a.md use their influence for
g0od. ' ¥iance) at that ‘timei was
irreligious. The bishops were mere so-
ciety men, appointed to their sees turu
family ' influence.

Her most famous pupil was the
sweet little Duchess 0f Burgundy, who
was sent to France at the age of 10
in order to be married to the Duke
of Burgundy at the age of 12, How
well madame succeeded is seen in the
encomiums passed upon the duke and
duchess by their contemporaries.
Madame de Bogan, as she was popu-
larly called, became a great iriend
and fuorlte of the king and Madame
de Maintencn. A't her illness and death

greatly mourned for her. She and lier
husband were supposed to have beea
polsoned by the infamous Duke of Or-
leans, in order ‘to remove them “from
his path of preferment. If this were
80, his:plans prospered, for after the
king’s death, he became the regent of
Fraincee. -

Madame’s ngrrlage with the king is
often regarded as the triumph of the
Rambouillet salon—the triumph of
good manners and good sense over the
vulgarity and ill-breeding of the time.
