BE WROTE 10 MIS WIFE IN BLOOD.

Juan Gomez Just Dead.

Gualberto Gomesz, ex-editor of La Lu-
cha, arrested here last February and
sent to Ceuta, Africa, for life tmprison~"
ment, for political reasons, was dead.

Gomez’ wife, who. was then in Havana,
received a letter from him written in
blood, telling her that she would soon

be a widow ; that he was in double

compelled to sleep upon the damp
earth; that his only food was a pint of
bean soup twice daily, and that he was
being gradually tortured to death by
inquisitorial instruments frequently
applied by his jailers in their efforts
to wrench from him confessions im-
plicating Julio Sanguilly in the con-
spiracy whieh developed into the Cu-
ban revolution, or force him to state
the location of arms and munitions
hidden by Antonio Maceo and himself
in Matanzas Province several years
ago. In closing his letter to his wife,
Gome5 said:

“However great my torture, neither
will I make falge charges against San-
guilly, whi is innocent, nor divulge
Maceo’s secret. I will die first, com-
Imending thee, my poor wife, to the
«charitable sympathy of my country-
men and the protection of God.”

The dead Cuban, though a negro,was
of unusual intelligence and of ithe
Mhighes uecation. Fe was an orator
as wel a journalist. He resided for
years in Madrid as private secre

to Labra, the Spanish liberal leader
and National Senator, and had many
admirers upon the peninsula as well
as In his native island. He was the
principal agent of Marti and the Cu-
