The
Grand Trunk were inadvertently the trans-
gressors. The established rate to Mont-
treal Is $10.40; the Grand Trunk rate to
Ottawa, via Coteau Junction, Is $7.35, and
$1.15 from Coteau to Montreal. Thus it was
. possible for a person to purchase two tick-
ets and reach Montreal, via the Grand
YTrunk, at an expeuse of only $9.
War Between the Two Compnanles.

The North Bay trouble is the outcome of
the expiration of the agreement entered in-
to eleven years ago between the Canadian
Yaclic and the Northern Rallway. This
rontract continued in force when the North-
prn was taken over by the Grand Trunx;
it expired Feb. 1, and will hardly be re-
pewed on the same terms, as the Grand
Trunk clalm they were making nothing
sut of this Northwest traffic. Gen:cral Man-
Jger Hays iasists that the offer he made the
Canadian Pacific, to lease the Northern di-
rision to them at a rental of fifty cents

r train per mile, was fair gnd advan-
agepus. Mr. Hays also states that no seu-
limental consideration has entered into
this -dispute, but the Canadian Pacific pco-

e accuse the Grand Trunk of diverting

nadian Northwest traffic over the Am-
trican roads.

Pending the renewal of this contract
there is bitter war between, the two roads.
The Canadian Pacific. have altered thelr
time table so as to bl nnections with
the Grand Trunk. Th acllic express,
svhich leaves the Union Station at 1.20 p.m.,
reaches North Bay at 9.25, giving Its
through passengers for western po nts a five
hours’ wait for the (Canadian Pacific ex-
press. Under the old arrangements this

Guempetition ior Kiondike Business.

The rate-cutting war between the C.P.R.
and the western American roads is the result
of the keen competition for the Klondike
business. For some time past, even before
the rush to the Klondike began, the Grand
Trunk and the Canadian Pacific were cul-
ting rates to the coast. The American roads
which cobnmeet with the Chicago & Grand
Trunk at Chleago arve satisied with a
very small arbitrary on Canadlan traffic,
and will accept their percentage out of the
very lowest rate rather than lose the busi-
uess, In some instances the first-class fare
to Vancouver has been reduced as much as
$20 on a single ticket.

C.IR. ana Ameriean Roads.

The Joint Traffic Association held a me?2t-
Ing "in Chicago last week, to which the
Canadian Pacific refused to send rcpresent-
atives, though notified and asked to do so.
As this conference was held with a view to
adjusting freight and passenger rates Lo
Vancouver, the Canadian Pacifie virtually
declared war agalnst all its American com-
petitors. This war is now being vigorousiy
pursued, as the American roads are ‘the na-
tural enemie. and jealous rivais of tae
great Canadian railway. The Commercial
American, discussing this subject, says:

“Competitors of the Canadian Pacific,
while not putting their oplaions on dress
parade, admit on the qulet that they fear
the pos'tion taken by the Canadian Pacltic
in regard to travel to the Klondike re-
gions, and expect that that road will get
much of the traffic, if indeed it does not
get the lion’s share of it. So-far as that
Which Is expected from Earope Is con-
cerned, 1t is conceded that in England and
Germany the Canadian Pacific has the ‘‘ia-
slde track” to such an extent that it has
the business ‘‘corraled” before it reaches
this country. The Canadian Pacific's
strength In this regard Is such that it is
considered useless to expeet that any of the
other roads will get mueh more than a
very small share of the Klondike travel,
fPhis fact is a bitter disappointment.

“Tt has been discovered that the Hudson
Bay Company is working abroad entirely
In the interest of the Canadfan Pacific. It
has flooded Europe with folders of an elab-
orate character, and upon the map which
these folders contain no other lines ef rail-
road than the Caradian Pacific are shown,

MINNEHAHA GOLD MINING CO.

The rruldent"o Report Shows Good Pro-
gress and Bright Prospeets.

Witn a comparatively small
sum of mouey, and within the past nine
months, your Directors bave accompiished
wuen,  Mae most rgid economy fus been
pracused by the Board, and aisp by Man-
ager Megraw. Ureat care was exercived
in the seiection and purchase of a steam
nolst and pump and other leeded Dieces
of machinery ior the mipe, This maehin-
ery 18 uviug excedent work and giving
great satisiaction. Suitable bulldiugs lave
been erected. A shaft has been sunk and
well-timbered to a depth of about one hau-
dred feet, and tue vein, which is about
six feet wide, has been rollowed for a cou-
siderable distance, the work being prose
cuted at the  preseat time. Arnogether
about ome hundred feet of cross-cutting
and drittuing work has been done, making
a total of two hundred feet of work. I'ne
ore has been yielding ussay values ranging
from twenty-nine duvilars to one hunared
and thirty-five dodars ia go.d per ten, with
a fittle silver and lead, anu sometimes
also copper. Tae vein has wetl-marxed
walls, and it is unusuaily distinct. In ad-
dition to this, the mineral characters of
the Minnehaha ore afford strong evidence
of a great mine. A little more time und
money are required for its proper develogp-
ment.

For many years past, if not, In fact, since
the opening of the t.ranncondnmml lime of
’tye C. P. R, also the line running from
Toronto to North Bay, this city bas suffer-
ed in comparison with her rivals by betier
irducements being offered to the traveling
public from the above-named points, . tu
make Montreal their objective point rather
than Toronto, notwithstanding that the lat-
ter city, even by the somewhat circuitous
route by the G. T. R, to North Bay, is 137
miles nearer to the western points named,
Trere have been mo through cars for pas-
sengens desirous of visiting Toronto; on the
other hand, such passengers have been
obliged to change curs at North Bay, ub-
der conditions and at-hours that were, to
su{ the last, unfavorable.

‘our committee would particularly draw
attention to the fact that Toronto cannot
be considered in any reasonable sense to
have been made one of the terminals of
tpcptrtla{mmntlnmbal or main line of the

The city and its surroundings are dai-
rectly interested in the development of our
great West; this question Is brought into
greater prominence now owin to the im-
petus which has been given of late to that
trade, both through improved agricultural
and mining operations. Our merchants
and manufacturers are endeavoring to se-
cure a fair share of the icreasing trade
in the newly developed' as well as the old-
er portions of that part of the country,
and are putting forth such efforts in this
direetion as their various facilities warrant.
