caught a young Boer trying to set tire to
‘the debris, but they liberated him after a
‘wild rebuke.

“‘At this point a fresh contiugent of Boers
invaded the hall, flourishing stwks and jron
bars, and atiacking every Ultlander they
came across unarmed. Tne Uitlanders made
for the door, escuping afier a terrige Scuffle,
in which many were injured, . Outside the
ball gyv_hey formed up, waiting for a further
‘attack.” : - g

Windsor, the Marriage Mecca, Now
Presents the First Case in
‘Canada’s Record,

The Ceremony Performed by Rev. J.

W. Pfohler at His Own Wedding
Puzzles the Authorities,

A man may not marry his grandmother,
but it seems that a man may marry him-
self.

On file fo the office of the Provincial Re-
gistrar are papers of a most unusual na-
ture, testifying that John Willlam Pfohler
of  Maldstone Township, Essex County,
piace of birth Buffalo, age 30 years, did
marry and espouse Lols Markle, 20 years
old, residing in Elgin County, the ceremoay
being performed at Windsor on Oct. 12,
1808, performed by the groom. He f¢ a
Presbyterian and she an Episcopalian, The
officlating clergyman s signed by the
groom himself,

The First on Record.

This is the first time that a man has In
Canada performed the ceremony for him-
self. Accompanying the papers is a plats-
tive note from the Divis.on Registrar of
Windeor asking for instructions in the mat-
ter, as up to the time of writing he has
been unable In any way to find evidenee
that the return was not made in good faith.

Is It Legal 7

The question naturally arises whether the
man's solemnization of marriage of him-
self by himsclf is legal. The only way, In
the opinion of the Deputy Attorney-Geaeral,
to determine this would be by laying the
case before tbe courts.

Some years ago a similar transaction took
place in the Old Country, bu: was referred
to by the papers only as a curious happen-
ing.

What the Marriage Act Says.

There sesms to be notbing in the Mar-
rlage Act to prevent an officiating clergy-
man being a party to his own wedding, as
it reads:

“The following persons , , , may
solemnize marriage: T'he ministers and
c.ergymen of évery church and reidgious
denomination duly ordained or appointed
according. to the rites and ceremonies ot
the churches or denominations to whica
they respectively belong.”
