Violent Speeches,

Mr. Coetzer and other members then
made violent speeches, declaring that they
could - not understans Sir Alfred Milner's
reply, since the Transvaal had never threat-
ened the English colonies. “It is time,”
exclaimed Mr. Coetzer, “for the Transvaal
ilso to prepare for eventualities.”

One member said: *“England’s action Is
ke putting 4 revolver into a man's face.”

Another concluded a warlike harangue In
this strain: *‘It is time to send our
surghers to the borders to ask the troops
what they want. "The fire.is bound to
start. So let them light it and allow
it to burn out quickly. War is better than
this state of affairs. ‘Business is ruined
and the public treasury is drying up.
(hamberlain is trying to ruin the country.”

These speeches, and others " attacking
Cecil Rhodes, were loudly applauded. by
the House and public.

Like a Declaration of War.

The debate continued throughout the
afternoon. Mr. Tosen, who declared that
Sir Alfred Milner’s reply was tantamount
to a declaration of war, read a telegram
from the field colonel of the Peitretief dis-
trict stating that the people there would
rise in rebellion if the President went to
another—conference.

The burghers are will-
ing to concede much for the sake of peace,
but - witl, never sacrifice their independ-
ence.”’

After eulogizing Mr. Gladstone's action
of retrocessison in 1881, as a noble deed,
President Kruger said that, if it now came
to fighting, the Almighty would be the
arbiter. He' urged the members of
the Raad to show moderation, reminding
them that the reply from Mr. Chamberlain
was en route, and pointing out that if the
pProposal for a commission was agreed to,
the Republic would send delegates to fur-
ther discuss matters, and, if possible, to
make peace. The speeches following the
President's wert more moderate In tone,
and the Raad rose without passing any
resolution.

BOERS NEAR THE BORDER

Eight Hundred of Them Encamped
Near Natal-Were Called
in ® Hurry,

London, Sept. 8.—A special despatch to
The Morning Post from Pleterm:rltzburg
Says that the 800’ Boers who left Pretoria
for Standerton, about 50 miles from the
frontlyr, pushed on to Volksrust, close to
the Natal border, where they are now en-
camped. The same correspondent says
that the arrangements for the defence of
Newecastle, in. Natal, south of Laing's Nek,
are now practically  complete. e adds:
“The Governor of Natal informs me that
the Boers of Utrecht and Vryheld have
been suddenly recalled to the High Veldt.

Capt. Dreyfus will not be brought back to
the court room, and will not be present at
the public meting of the Judges, but when
the court room has been cleared by the
gendarmes, which will be done as soon as
Col. Jouaust concludes, the reading clerk of
the court, M. Coupres, will proceed to the
room where Dreyrus will be waiting, and
read to bim the verdict in the presence of a
couple of gendarmes. The public will thus
be robbed of the spectacle of his emodtions,
which are bound to be most profound,
whether the decree sends him to the arms
of his family or back to the penal settle-
ment,

The Possibilities.

The verdict may be a condemnation, an
unequivocal acquittal, or-a~ form of ac-
quittal that would be equivalent to the ver-
dict ‘“‘not proven:* The latter will be the
case if the judges should pronounce against
bhim by a vote of 4 to 3. That is, he wonld
be freed, even though the judges in his
favor should be in the minerity. But this
naturally would be eminently unsatisfac-
tory, as he would carry the stigma for the
rest of his days.

Five Against Three.

Capt. Dreyfus thus has five
against the prosecution’s three. Unanimity,
six to one, five to two, four to three, or
three to four will set him at liberty, while
unanimity, six to one, or five to two will
convict him anew. If convleted, the judg-
ment will be carried to a military court of
appeal, which will be a formal matter,
the appeal court will only quash the judg-
ment and order a retrial, if it should be
established that the present court-martial
has erred in the matter of procedure. This
is in the highest degree Improbable. . The
Court of Cassation will' also haye the right
to“%.rder a retrial, if it should decide that
the court-martial had deviated from - its
insructions. That is the omly loop-hole for
Dreyfus, and his friends will undoubtedly
fight this point tooth and nall.

Extraordinary measures have been taken
to spirit Dreyfus away, whether acquitted
or recondemned. His departure from Ren-
nes will be enveloped in the same mystery
and secrecy as was his arrival.
