Jury Reformas.

In addition to extending the jurisdictiom
of the County courts, the bill proposes some
reforms of the jury system. Complaint has
been made that jurors are summoned when
there is 'ittle or no business bhefore the
court. The bil] provides that if six days
before the holding of the court there are
no causes requiring the attendance of ju-
rors they shall be notified. He had found
that there were not so many instances as
he expected where a jury was summoned
and no business was to be done, but they
were numerous enough to warrant a provi-
sion of this nature,

Loeal Option.

Another matter, the clause of wh'ch was
not in the proof of the bill from which he
was reading, was to'dispense with a session
or arrange for a combination of the County
Court and General iSessions, where the
county’s business was very light.” This was
to be decided by a species of local optivn.
It was thought that the county seleciors
were probably the best committee or tri-
bunal to eay whether a session should be
beld or not. They were the County Judge,
the Sheriff, Warden and the Mayor of a
city, where such existed in a county, and
the County Treasurer.

From Their Governments.

Russians Are Entrenching.

A despatch received here from’ Tien
Tsim by Reuter's Telegram Company, dat-
ed from that city to-day, at 320 p.m.,
says:

How the fire started is not known, bh§
it was first seen in the press room, and,
like a flash it spread to the elevator wall,
and darted to the top so rapidly that be-|
fore the occupants of the two upper floors
were aware the building was on fire their
rooms were filled with flames and smoke,
so stifiing that it was with difficulty any-
one in them escaped.
