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IN approaching their constituents at the conclusion of
another year, your Committee are happy in being able to
report a good degree of prosperity in the important objects
of this society.

ACADEMY—SCHOLJARS.

The establishment of a Boarding House under the eye of
the Preceptors, by affording comfortable accommodations
at a low rate, hashad the anticipated effect of considera-
bly increasing the number of scholars, so that since the
last report there have always been from fifty to sixty six
young persons of different ages receiving their educa-
tion at the Horton Seminary ; and while there has been
no remission of the most careful attention to the morals of
the scholars, and a strict enforcement of the most Christian
and pious principles in governing them, it is pleasing to
observe, that, by judicious management and entire free-
dom from all mere sectarian influence, confidence has
been given to persons of various religious denominations
