Fredericton, N. B., April 15—(Special) 
Following the heavy downpour of rain 

the ice in the St. John river at this point 
started at an early hour this morning, 
and Tan out. From a spectacular st-ani#- 
point, it was the tamest ice run experi­
enced in many years, and so far as can 
be learned, no serious damage resulted.

A huge jam has formed among the is­
lands at Springhill, but above that i»int 
there is open water all the way to Grand 
Falls. The river is also clear between 
this city and St. John. The water rose 
about three feet here during the night, 
but any further rise this morning has been 
checked by the ice jam.

The tugs of the St. John River Log 
Driving Co., are moored at the court 
house slip, and will start swinging booms 
at Lincoln and Crock's Point just as

“That after examining the various ap­
pendices of the report, ,we consider that

This 
recommendation might also apply to ap­
pendix “F,” which deals with' matters 
of much importance, but in too extended 
form for general distribution.

THE PfcOPLE’S MISSION
St. John. N. B., April 14, 1909.

As I walked down Waterloo St. this af­
ternoon 1 noticed four display cards on 
the building known as the Peoples’ Mis­
sion. In reading the inscription “For to 
Sale or to let. Apply to C. T. Jones, 
Pond St.” the past history of the Mission 
came very vividly before me. In 1893 in 
Berryman’s Hall I often listened with 
rapture to teaching of self-denial and holi­
ness and I thought sure I had found the 
true teaching of Christianity. I listened 
to the wholesale condemnation of all 
churches, and especially the Baptists. I 
enjoyed the teaching and preaching, be­
cause there is something fascinating about 
the thought that you belong to something 
that is superior to tbte rest of mankind. 
I became a member of the Missioi) and in 
Sutherland Hall received new instructions 
in regard to Christianity, namely, that it 
was wrong for a Christian to have a bank 
account, or to carry life insurance. Some 
were foolish enough to believe it, and to 
day the preacher has the bank account, 
and the others have none. Then I re­
member the meeting to discuss the plans 
to build the present hall. How hard some 
of the workers in their spare time collect­
ed money for the hall and worked in every 
way to make it a success. The first busi­
ness meeting held in the hall, how en­
thusiastic it W'as, the preacher announc­
ing very earnestly that he was pleased to 
be able to dedicate the hall to the l»rd 
free of debt. Then my mind gjoes back 
to 1903 in the summer sometime, when 
the preacher thought of leaving for larger 
fields, and how earnestly he told the peo­
ple that if they gave him $300 he would 
give the property back to them, and so 
five trustees were appointed and the 
preacher left receiving the $300. In Feb­
ruary, 1909, he returns and gets the prop­
erty back and sells it for, so he says, 
$1,500.

Now. as there are institutions for the 
uplifting of mankind who go a begging 
for a place in which to carry on their 
work, I think it is most un-Christian-like 
to take property like this, without the 
people’s consent, and dispose of it for per­
sonal benefit,
