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i CONCLUSION,

Yonr Committee would earnestly entreat the attention of all 
Christians to the importance of sustaining this Society, not only with 

_ their contributions, but with their united and fervent prayers, merging 
denominational distinctions in the common cause of their Lord' and 
Master.
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ft ‘The Bible Society has not its element in sect or party—its title 

proclaims its character—its simple mission being to circulate the pure 
word of God, as written under the direct inspiration of the Holy 
Ghost, and adapted with Çivine wisdom to the wants and capacities of 
all living creatures. “ The Law of God is perfect, converting 

soul.” Its divine author is its best interpreter. The Holy Spirit’s 
teaching is promised to all who seek it. Let us, then, in faith, 
continue to disseminate these Scriptures of truth, remembering the 
promise—“ My word shall not return unto me void ;
