OWNER MAKES STATEMENT

Brest, Mgrch }—The American steam-
|er Dacia, formerly a Hamburg-American
liner, which was captured last week by
a French cruiser, and brought into this
port, has been towed from the roacd
stead-in the Brest naval harber.

OWNER LOOKING
TO WASHINGTON

New York, March 1—-Official notifi-
cation of the. French government’s seiz-
ing of the steamship Dacia, formerly of
the Hamburg-American line - has not
been received by E. N. Breitung, owner
of the vessel. Mr. Brietung said teday
“] know our government will, if neces-
sary, ask for reparation due to any Am-
erican citizen acting within‘his rights. I
know of no correct statement of interna~
tional law, that can be invoked against
the Dacia, and I purpose to demand
my rights,.

©The American government would not
have granted this vessel the right to fiy
the Stars and Stripes, if it had nod
meant that it would be recognized and
respected by every foreign power. The
Dacia is as much an American vessel as
our laws can make her, and I expect he#
to sail from for€ign ports once more for
our shores, flying the American flag.

“I have no interest in the cargo of
the Dacia. The vessel is insured in Eng-
land, through private insurance com-
panies. I have recently purchased an
English vessel, and I am now in the
market for two more. I do not care
whether they are French or German.”
