‘Slaton entered an automobile, which was
accompanied. by a heavily armed escort
and drove rapidly away.

Up to ten days ago it seemed probable
that Slaton would retire as one of the
most popular governors that Georgia has
ever had.

Then came his decision commuting the
death sentence of Frank. The strength
iand fierceness of the outburst which it
provoked must have surprised the gov-
ernor for it surprised even those who
opposed the commutation of Frank’s
sentence. :

Hissed in Chamber

There was a great mass of people on
the grounds about the Capitol and tire
corridors were jammed. The crowd in
the capitol, however, was composed
mostly of members of the legislature and
those who were to take part in the in-
augural exercises.

At noon Governor Slaton made his
way to the hall of the House of Repre-
sentatives, where he met Governor-elect
Harris, and the inaugural exercises be-
gan. There was no disturbance until Gov
ernor Slaton tendered the great seal of

machine guns and man after man was
shot down in the attempt before an en-'
try was effected and the orchard occu-
pied. Only some forty-five men then
remained to the commander, and the
buildings were still in the enemy’s hands.’

A searchlight which was turned upon'
the platoon did not increase the sense of
security, but not a man showed any sign'
of being shaken, and when the chances |
looked most desperate, they contnued to
jest among themselves.

“Iord, there’s a bunny!” shouted one
of them, as he started a rabbit while
pushing his way through the hedge
though the bullets might well ‘have dis-
tracted his attention. The quaintnesg of
his remark at such a moment won that
laugh which is the happiest hearing for
a leader when his men are in a tight
place. One man vied with another in
affording evidence of his coolness. Priv-
ate Appleton, a bombardier, though
badly wounded, insisted on carrying the
bombs to the front of the hedge himself,
and Private Matthews, falling with ‘a
wound in his arm, called out cheerily,
“Six weeks of Merry England for me,”!
as he was knocked over. It was not #il]
later on that it proved possible to bring
up any reinforcements so that the re-
mains of the platoons could be relieved.
Then the buildings had still to be car-
ried, and when at last they were in
our hands, scattered dwellings in the
vicinity seemed to have machine guns
mounted somewhere which could bear
upon the orchard. None the less, it was
held, and every effort of the Germans
to dislodge the assailants ended in fail-
ure.”
