AQUATIC :
Sir Thomas Lipton’s Challenge.
(New York Times.)

If “the secret of success is constancy
to purpose,” the America’s Cup is in
danger, for Sir Thomas Lipton, at the
age of sixty-eight, has challenged again
and for the fifth time. According to
Rory O’More, “there is luck in odd num-
bers,” but Sir Thomas’s fourth challenge,
in 1918, came to nothing on account of
the war. A sgothsayer interpreting the
new challenge could therefore give him
little hope, but might point out that he
expected to win with his four-leaf
Shamrock in 1914 and the test is yet to
be made.-

When Reliance, the American defend-
er, won two fairly close races from
Shamrock III in 1903 and the challenger
was lost in a fog in her third effort,
which was hard luck, Sir Thomas Lip-
ton, a good looser always, seemed to
have had enough. Three defeats would
have satisfied an ordinary yachtsman,
but after ten years of thinking it over he
startled the New York Yacht Club by
daring it to another contest. Shamrock I.
had been disabled in one race. Shamrock
II. had finished first in a race and lost
it by ‘a hai# on time allowance! and the
fog mishap of Shamrock III. was no-race
at all. From a review of these “might
have beens” S Thomas may have
thought that luck would ‘come his way
if he never gave up; moreover, he could
challenge with a smaller boat and might
catch the Americans napping. Shamroek
IV. was a seventy-five footer. She eame
over a good deal of a mystery, and from
a time antedating the war her forgotten
home has been in South Brooklyn. How-
ever, there are no barnacles on Sham-
rock IV. She may prove to be a mag-
ical boat in the capricious airs down
Scotland Light way, where so many
lovers of yachting have gone to sée in-
ternational races and returned . wearily
home without seeing a start or a finish,

Aftet twenty years of coveting the
America’s Cup and three years of trying,
Sir Thomas Lipton deserves another trial
for the cup, and he will have sympath-
izers. He has done a good deal for the
sport and taken his lickings with a
smile. At the same time, he will never
get that cup if the New York Club can
outsail him by an inch or a second,
which is as it should be. The qualify-
ing races of the Vanitie, Resolute and
Defiance in the summer of 1914 were not
inspiring, and a defender was not
chosen. The Resolute, however, pleased
most of the critics. ~ After four years of
desolating and depressing war honest
sport is in order again; and if there is
any sport more exhilarating than an in-
ternational race on a sunny sea touched
with whitecaps, half a gale if you will,
human experience has no record of it.
