war. Among the lessons is that of the
wisdom of leaving at home their auto-
mobiles and their yachts, and their
horses for fox-hunting in England and
Ireland.

Each of the countries of Europe has
on its code book statutes enabling it to
impound all means of transport and con-
veyance within its borders. in the event
of war, no matter whether native or for-
eign owned.. In England these statutes
are comprised in what is known as the
Impressment Act which, more than two
centuries old, was quietly extended by
parliament last year so as to embrace au-
lt‘c?n:']b‘biles, yachts, and air craft of every

ind.

Of course the government does not
have recourse to the provisions of the act
on a wholesale scale, unless on the eve
of war. Still, at the samé time, during
the grand annual manoeuvres of the
early fall of last year in England, when
partial mobilization was ordered the
military authorities invoked the Impress-
ment Act, and enforced it within the
sham warfare area. with the most com-
plete success, and without exciting any
undue opposition on the part of those
whose means of transportation were
temporarily requisitioned.  All that is
necessary is an order in council from the
king, and not from parliament, to enable
his government by virtue of the Imperi-
al Act, to seize for its use every auto-
mobile, horse, carriage, yacht or air
craft that may happen to be in the
United Kingdom or Ireland no matter
whether the property of English citizens
foreign residents, or foreign visitors.

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‘Tuberculosis Sanatorium Not
Injurious To Health or Property

Careful Study by National Association Shows That
| Presence of Institution is. Not Dangerous

l Coavincing proof that tuberculosis
santoria or hospitals are not a menace to
the health nor a detriment to the prop-

i erty of those living near such institu-

tions is given in a pamphlet issued to-
day by The National Association for
the Study and Prevention of Tubercul-
iosis. Ia an extended study of the sub-
. ject the Association has not been able
{to- find a single instance where a tuber-
i culosis sanatorium has had an injurious
effect on the health of anyone living
"near it, nor where it has had any last-
'ing effect upon property values.

The pamphlet, entitled “The Effect
of 'Tuberculosis Institutions on the
Value and Desirability of Surrounding
Property,” reviews all the studies made
on the subject, takes up court decisions
bearing on the question, and contri-
butes besides some original investiga-
tions of typical hospitals, and the opin-
ions of prominent men, life insurance

tion, and the officlals entrusted with
their compilation have the legal right to
enter any private stable or garage or to
visit any yacht, in order to take stock
of the available means of transport for
purposes of the state. Should they en-
counter any oppodsition in the perform-
ance of these duties, the nearest magis-
trate is compelled to grant them search
warrants.

Up to the time of writing I have not
heard of any seizure of any American
yacht in English waters, or of any auto-
mobile, horse or carriage, belonging to
American tourists or visitors. But many
such instances of commandeering may
be looked for within the next two or
three weeks in Britain, while a very
large number of American automobiles
have been impounded by the military
authorities of France, Germany and Aus-
tria, regardless of the fact that they are
needed to convey back their owners to
some friendly seaport, for the purpose
of embarkation for America; a loss
the more difficult to bear, since the rail-
roads are entirely monopolized by the
transport of troops and of war supplies
from one part of the country to another.

Possibly the trans-Atlantic yachtsmen
and motorists thus deprived of their
boats and of their cars, may ultimately
succeed in recovering some trifling com-
pensation from the state concerned. But
that will depend largely upon whether
the state that has seized the yacht or
automobile, happens to be the victor or
the vanquished.

Admiral Jellicoe

Admiral Sir John Jellicoe, who as com-
mander-in-chief of what is known as the
home fleet, is respomsible to his sover-
eign and to the nation for the safety of
the coasts of the United Kingdom and
Ireland as well as of the Channel Is-
lands, from any German attack by sea
and from German invasion is, barri.ng
midshipmites, quite the most diminutive
officer of the British navy. Yet in,spite
of his exceptiona] brevity of stature, he
won fame in his younger days as a boxer
a footballer, and all-round athlete. He
has seen plenty of fighting. As a sub-
lieutenant he was present at the bom-
bardment of Alexandria, and afterwards
took part in' thesbattle of Tel-el-Kebir
as an officer of the Naval Brigade.

Jellicoe was i}l suffering from Malta
fever on board the Victoria when it was
rammed by the’Camperdown and sent
to the bottom of the Mediterranean pﬂ’
the coast of Syria, carrying down with
her Admiral Sir George Tryon and
more than 600 officers and men, put he
miraculously escaped. Indeed, having en-
tered the water when his temperature
was above 108, he was fished out at the
normal 98, cured of his illness.

He was badly wounded in the attempt
to relieve the foreign legations at Pe-
kin fourteen years ago, while serving on
the staff of Sir Edward Seymour. He
received a Boxer ‘bullet through the
lungs, but managed to recover. He is
married to a very rich woman, the
daughter of Sir Charles Cayzer, head of
the Clan Line of steamers, and is re-
garded in the English and foreign na-
vies as more responsible than any other
officer for the marvelous progress in
naval gunnery in the English fleet.

Count Gaston Chandon de Briailles,
whose death took place on last Sunday
in Paris, leaves an American widow,
who was Miss Mary Garrison, daughter
of the late William Garrison, of New
York. His title of nobility was confer-
réd by the Vatican and it is not heredit-
ary. The exact title of the Papal Count
is as follows: “Count of the Apostolic
Palace, and of the Vatican.” Moreover
they have a right to a costume, and to
insignia resembling that of the cham-
berlains of the Pope, comprising a heavy
gold chain and badge, worn around the
