BOSTON ELEVATED
SERVICE DISRUPTED

Strike of Several Thousand Employes

Was Begun This

Morning—Montreal

Factories May be Tied Up

Boston, June 7—Violence marked the
beginning of a strike of several thousand
of the employes of the Boston Elevated
Railway at daylight. Those who refused
to work demand recognition of a recently
formed, union. The company's reply is
that they have treated the men unusually
well for many ycars, and rcfuse to deal
with them other than individually.

The street railway service and the ele-
vated road were being operated on abeut
half time at eight a.m. today and up to
that hour five arrests had been made for
asasults on motormen,

Although the strike had been theatened
for a week or more, it burst a little af-
ter four a.m., with a suddenness that sur-
prised not only the company officials, but
the police of Boston, Brookline, Cam-
bridge, Somerville, Everett, Chelsea, Med-
ford, and Malden.

The men had been discussing the mat-
ter nearly all night at a mass meeting, and
as daylight was breaking, it was decided
to take a vote. As soon as it was seen
that those in favor of going out were in
the majority, the gathering of nearly 2,000
men began cheering, and a rush was made
for the first early morning cars. The
first one was met in Tremont street, 100
vards from the hall. The car was stop-
ped, the trolley yanked from the wire,
the windows were smashed, and the mot-
orman and conductor badly beaten. Sev-
eral passengers were rushed out of the
car and, although none were injured, all
seemed relieved when they gained the
street.

A few minutes later word of the strike
had reached the vicinity of the north sta-
tion and there two other care were stop-
ped, windows smashed, some of the gear-
ing' disabled and several passengers were
slightly injured by flying glass.  Seéveral
arrests were made at this point.

A crowd in the form of a parade com-
ing from the direction of strike headquar-
ters, encircled several cars in Adams
Square about six o’clock, and more vio-
lence ensued. Two arrests were made
there.

It was announced during the forenoon,
that the actual vote in favor of a strike
was 1389 to 8.

The strike committee assert that up to
the time of calling the strike today, 3200
men had signed union papers and had
paid their initiation' fee. At the same
time, the company issued a statement
that 3500 employes were still loyal,” and
that every effort would be made to keep
the car system in operation. Four hours
after the strike began, cars were runQing
on nearly all lines but with about half the
usual frequency.

Montreal, June 7—The ‘threatened gen-
eral strike of garment workers which, if
it devlopes, will tie up scores of manu-
The wor'k-
ers leaders, this morning declared that
if their demands were not granted by to-
morrow they would call out the employes
of all of the large firme in the city.

It was asserted by the union leaders
that fifteen of the smaller shops have ac-
ceded to the demands of the men, which
include an increase in pay, shorter hours,
and the abolishment of the sub-contract
system.

The garment workers in one firm dis-
regarded the orders of their leaders and
started a strike on their own account yes-
terday afternoon. It was charged by a
prominent clothing manufacturer yester-
day that the. threatened strike was found-
ed on a conspiracy of the United States
union to make certain that no Canadian
shall cross into the United States to in-
terfere in case of a strike there.

Ottawa, June 7—With more than 150
members in attendance, the fifty-fourth
annual meeting of the Canadian Press As-
sociation convened yesterday at the New
Chateau Laurier. In the gathering are
most of the prominent newspaper and
trade magazine publishers in Ontario and
Quebec, as well as a sprinkling from the
far east and west.

A discussion which was not on the pro-
gramme developed when President Young
(Cornwall Freeholder), announced the
appointment of a committee to wait on
the government to request the removal of
the duty on typesetting machines and
parts of printing presses.

H. B. Donley, of the Simcoe Reformer,
and E. Norman Smith (Ottawa Free
Press), opposed the idea. “It is a peculiar
thing for us to ask this,” said Mr. Smith,
“in view of the fact that the people of
Canada turned down this very thing as
on the reciprocity schedule, typesetting
machines were on the free list.”

Minimum ‘of $25 and Maximum
of $f00; May Be Enjoyed by

Boston, June 7—A minimum pension of
$25 a month and a maximum of $100 a
month are the principal features of a new
pension system that the New England
Telephone and Telegraph Company will put
into operation on July 1. It will differ

from most pension plans in that it will be
noncontributory, the employes who will
benefit by the system not being called upon
to make any contribution toward 1its main-
tenance.

After twenty- years’ service an employe |

mway be pensioned for disability at the age
of Sixty, or when five years older may be
retired on pension at his own volition. At
the age of seventy retirement will be com-
pulsory, unless the company’s directors de-
cide otherwise. -

The plan provides that employes in ser-
vice from twenty to twenty-five years shall
receive a pension equal to one per cent of
their average salary for ten years preced-
ing retirement, multiplied by the number
of years of their service. Those in service
twenty five to thirty five years will receive
one and one half per cent additional for
each year over twenty-five, while those
serving the company thirty five to forty
years will receive two per cent additloqal
for each year above thirty five. Those retir-
ed after forty years’ service are to-receive
balf pay. In every case the minimum pen-
sion will be $25 a month.

Under this plan leaves of absence, sus-
pensions or dismissals followed by rein-
statement inside of a year or temporary
Jayoffs on account of reduction of force
are not to be considered as interrupting the
continuity of service. After being retirgd
on pensions those who choose to engage in
other employment not prejudicial to the
company’s interests may do so. All pen-
sion cases are to be passed upon by a pen-
sion committee, which will comprise Gen-
eral Manager F. A. Houston as chairman,
Recorder E. A. Wilkie as secretary, C. T.
Keller, general commercial superintendent;
(. H. Dresser, general superintendent of
plant and E. W. Longley, general auditor.
