A Pertinent Query.
To raE EDITOR OF THE GAZETTE—

Sir,—I would like to ask the Messrs.
Dockrill their object in securing the
services of the Inspector of Buildings as
architect in their building operations.
It cannot be on the score of economy for
services as architect, for shyster archi-
tetts can be readily secured who will
work for a mere song and guarantee
everything perfect and no extras.

Can it be that the Inspector having the
interpretation of the Building Law in
his power may so classify the building
on which he is employed as architect,
that a very great saving can be made in
the quantity of material used. I putthe
query in this form because Mr. Dunn
called his attention in the papers to the
fact that the walls of the building on
Union street, built last year by the
Messrs Dockrill, were thinner than the
law called for, as interpreted by parties
outside of the Inspectors office, and to
which the Inspector replied by quoting
an amusing anecdote and by saying
that the class of buildings referred to by
Mr. Dunn, and the class of buildings he
was execting were not one and the same
class—and so the matter was allowed to
drop.

For the information of any who may
be interested in this matter I shall quote
«The St. John Building Act 1877” article
3. “The Inspector shall be an able and
experienced master builder, and such
Inspector shall not, during the time that
he shall hold such office be employed or
engaged in any other vocation or be in-
terested in any controct or contracts for
building or for furnishing materials.

1 fail to see how the Inspector of build-
ings, while acting as an architect on’
other buildings, can expect other archi-
tects to lay their plans before him for ap-
proval.
