A PHENOMENAL TRAGEDY.

Murder and Suielde i New Orleans by
Means of Chloroform.

New Orieans, La., Jan. 30.—A pheno-
menal tragedy is that by which Juliette
Dietz lost her life to-day, and which will
cause the death of Eitenne Deschamps as
well. Juliette was but 13 years old, a
handsome girl. Deschamps is a dentist,
over G0 years of age, but well preserved,
looking much younger than he really is,
a man of gook address and handsome fea=
tures. Dr. Deschamps haslivedin New Or-
leans for -five years, and has been on
intimate terms with the Dietz family
for nearly two years past. lle took a
fancy to the little girls, Juliette, aged 13
and Lamance aged 9,made them presents,
and often took them out walking with
him in the afternoon. They started for
their usnal promenade to-day at 1 P.
M., and after long walks and rambling
through tlie squares, they reached Des-
camps’  dwelling. He asked the
girls to enter his homwse and when
they reached his room told »uliettc to he
down on the bed and rest hersell. The
story which follows was told by Lamance
the only survivor: When Juliette wasly-
ing on the bed, Deschamps asked her to
smell his handkerchief, which was evi-
dently saturated with chloroform, for the
next moment she was sound asleep. ITe
tried to prevail on Lamance to smell the
handkerchief also, but she declined to do
go. He then opened the door, shoved
Lamance out of it,told her to hurry
home to her father and say that he
was about to commit suicide, and then
locked the door behind her. The little
girl aid as she was bidden. It wasan
hour afterward before the door was
broken open, and then the hodies of
Deschamps and Juliette were found lying
on the bed, the girl dead from chlorform
and the man dying. The latter was
taken at once to the hospital, but his
senses never returned, and there isno
hope of his recovery. An examination
of the body of the girl showed that Des-
champs had committed indignities on her
person while she was under the influ-
ence of chloroform.
