The bills
had never been used; 851 in American
money were alse taken from him, besides
a cheque on the same bank for $1.500—
with George Denholm’s name forged to
it-2which the prisoner was about to cash.
The Bank of Montreal will. probably lose
something in the vicinity of $500 or $600.
The prisoner resided at No. 28 Monedlet
street, and was evidently just on the eve
of joining his comrades across the lines,
whom he used to. supply with money at
the Bank's expense, as a ticket for New
York via the Vermont Central was found
in his pocket. He will be brought before
the Magistrate for examination today.—

A STOLEN MAIL BAG.
Lost Eight Months, and not Missed.

Last Saturday Mr. Main, the agent of the
Grand Truuk road in this city, sent word to Mr
Emery, the chief clerk in the Portland post of-
fice, notifying him that a mail bag had been
found in one ofthe Isheds of the pany
and requesting his presence. Mr. Emery,—
accompanied by Mr, Chenery, the cashier— im-

1 mediately went down to Mr. Mam's office,

whither the bag had been carried. He there
ascertiined that one of the employees of the
rowxl. while getting waod out of a woordshed,
nenr the station, discovered what looked like
the leg of u boot st.cking aut from the top of
a pile of wood. Investigation revealed the
fuct the! mail-bag had been cut open and, after
its contents had been. thoroughly overhauled,
the empty bag—or rather the bag containing a
few mewspapers—had been placed on the pile
and covered with loose wood. The papers in
the bag were post-marked February 6th, show-
ing that the robbery wis comuwitted eight
anonths ago. =
This bag belonged to the regular mail train
from Montieal that leaves [sland Pand in the
morning and reaches Portland at noon. The
mail is made up at the different stations by the
mail ager.t on the train, on its way to this city.
It is » mail bound south and west : nat a Port-
land mail. Consequently it does not come to
the Portland oftice.  When it arrives in Port.
land, the bag is locked by the mail agent, and
delivered into the hands of the baggige mnster
of the train, who takes it, an the train, across
the city to the Enstern railroad station, where
it is delivered by him into the hands of the
mail agent of the Eastern road. When the
Grand Trunk mail agent has locked the bag-
he affixes a tag marked “B. B, R. P. O. West.”
When found, no such tag was attached to the
bag, but the agent is certain he tagged it at the
time. ,
