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REVISING THE CONFESSION OF FAITH.

The great interest which is now being
taken in the discussion now going on in
the Presbyterian church in regard to the
revision of the confession of Faith makes
it y for us to apologise for
publishing to-day a number of interviews
on the subject from our St. John Presby-
terian clergy.

The movement now going forward in
that church is probably destined toexert
an immense influence on other churches
in the course of time, because no church
has held with a firmer grasp toits an-
cient creed than the Presbyterian church.
At the same time, it is quite evident,and
has been for many years, that the doc-
trines of the Confession of Faith have
not been fully accepted even by the
clergy of the Presbyterian church, and
still less on the part of the laymen,

It seems to be a logical sequence that
when the’ by of a church, ora

receive any serious attention. No one
who knows Mr. VanHorne would believe
he could be guilty of such gross discour-
tesy. The story was as follows:—

In Portage la Prairie there livesa
lawyer, who is a rather nervous and ex-
acting person and somewha: given to
fault-finding. Not long ago he ordered
some articles shipped to him by freight.
There was some delay in their arrival
and he went a number of times to the
station with growing impatience, to en-
quire why they did not come. One day
the station agent was busy and worried
with more important matters. Two
trains were comiug in and there were
lots of things to be attended to
so when the importunate attor-
ney began to scold about that freight, he
lost his temper and said, “You go to
hell.” The indignant lawyer, a pious
man by the way, wrote a complaining
letter to President Van Horne about the
delayed freight and ended itthus: “And
this is not all. When 1 again brought
the matter to the attention of your agent
at this place he treated me with rudeness
and told me to go to hell.” By return
mail a reply came from Montreal, which
read as follows:

DEAR Sr,—I am in receipt of your let-
ter of the 16th inst., in which you inform
me that our agent at Portage told you to
go to hell. Inreply Ihave tosay that
you need not go to hell.

with a number of prominent laymen on
this subject, but in the time a per-

usal of what the clergymen who have
been seen by our reporter, have to say
in regard to the creed and the Confession
of Faith will be of interest.
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'The views of THE GazerTe in regard to
the stumpage question are well known
condemned the proposed reduction of
the stumpage to the North Shore lum-
‘bermen, when the matter first came up,
and it has expressed the same opinion
many times since.

The electors of St. John in
their zeal for Mr. Peters, dropped all
other issues and defeated the entire gov-
ernment ticket, including the Provin-
cial Secretary, leaving St. Jobhn with-
out & voice in the Cabinet. But when
the Opposition members from all the
counties got together, it was found that
Mr. Peters and his hack load of griev-
ances would have to be dronped, and
this was accordingly done. The official
announcement of this fact was contained
in the Sun of Saturday, which, in re-
ferring to the Opposition caucus, stated
that the Opposition members were not
troubling themselves ahout lccal issues.
The previous day the Sun had made a

violent attack on the government
for the unjust manner in which
it had treated the North Shore

lumbermen in the matter of stumpage.
The ~un in that article declared that it
had from the first supported the demands
of the lumbermen. That being the case,
the announcement that the government
had yielded to these demands ought to
have given the Sun a great deal of plea-
sure, but we fail to find any evidences of
such delight in the Sun’s editorial col-
umns today. One result of the Sun’s
course will be, that it will be estopped
from objecting to any measure for the
relief of the lumbermen which the gov-
ernment may propose, and will, perhaps,
be forced to adopt a course directly op-
posed to the interes's of 8t. John. So far
as Tue GAZETTE i8 concerned, we have no
knowledge of the intentions of the gov-
ernment with regard to the North Shore
lambermen, they, no doubt, will be fully
disclosed in due time. But. as aSt.John
paper, it will be impossible for us to sup-
port any- course of action which will give
the North Shore an advantage over the
river counties, and especially over St.
John. The interests of this city must be
properly guarded. It may be that Toe
Gazerre will have to stand alone in this
attitude, but we shall not hesitate to do
so if St. John’s interests demand it.
This paper is not tied to the tail of any
party or government and is not obliged to
say “yea, yea” to every proposition that
may be made from the interior of a
Cabinet however hurtful to St. John in-
terests.

It is to be hoped that the evil custom
of preaching political sermons which
came into fashion in the United States
doring the civil war wilPnever become
common in Canada.

REVISING A CREED.

CHANGES PROPOSED IN THE CREED
OF THE PRESBYTERIAN
CHURCH,

Interviews With St. John Ministers on
the ofthe W Cone
fession of Faith,

As the debates that have been taking

place in the New York Presbytery, over

the report of the committee on the revis-
ion of the Westminster Confession of

Faith, have been attracting a great deal

of attention everywhere, it will be inter-

esting to read the views and opinions of
some of our prominent Presbyterian min-
isters in St. John on the Confession of

Faith, and the question of revising it.

The committee on revision propose to

blot out from the Confession of Faith, re-

probation and the damnation of infants,
the damnation of the heathen, the classi-
fication of Roman Catholics as idolators,
and the statement that the Pope is

auti-Christ. They proposed to in-
troduce two new  sections af-
firming the general love of

God for all mankind, the salvation of
Jesus Christ provided for all mankind
and to be preached to every creature.

Rev. Dr. Macrae was the first minister
called on. He handed the reporter a
paper which was read before the
Presbytery some months ago and which

he said gave his views of the fession

ledge on the subject might warrant. The
phrasaology in wany cases might be
improved, but I feel quite satisfied that
there will be no essential change in the
doctrines of the church. If the Presby-
terian Church of kEngland are suc-
cessful in establishing their articles, I
think their example will be followed by
other churches.”
“But I see noreason why we should
not have a still broader creed that will
embrace more denominations than one
Isee no reason, why Methodists and
Presbyterians, for example, cannot agree
upon & basis of union ; why there could
not be a broader union on what we all
acknowledge to be the essentials of
christianity such for instance as is put
down in the articles of the Evangelical
Alliance.

But I think I could
hold it and not put it so offensively as it
is some times put in the Westminister
confession.”

The following are the chief points in
the paper.

On the whole, my own ideas upon the
matter may be set forth tentatively as
follows :—

(1.) The Confession of Faith drawn up
by our forefathers, should be regarded as
a most venerable historical document,
marking a stage of the greatest impor-
tance in the development of the church’s

d di scriptural truth. But
it should not be exalted or degraded to
the position of a fetish to be worshipped
as containing “the sam and substance of
the scrintural truth,” however, warrant-
abg' it may be held to contain “the sum
and substauce of the doctrine of the
Reformei churches” up to the date of its
composition.

(2.) The terms of subscription ought to
be made elastic enough to cover the fore-
going account of the confession’s place in
the history of the church.

(3.) In my beliefit is unfair to demand
subscription to the document at all from

any office-bearers except , on
such grounds as that rightly to under-
stand much of its contents demands
special study. and such a knowledge of
the controversies .of the period, as can
not ordinarily be expected to be possessed
by any except those academically in-
structed. Instead of the confession, for
all office-bearers other than candidates
for the ministry, I would be inclined to
substitute, at most, the Shorter Cate-
chism, .

(4.) As regardscandidates for the min-
istry, the revival in the full spirit and
intent of the words, of oversight and ex-
amination by the Presbytery, as pre-
scribed by the “form of church govern-
ment,” might almost be held to warrant
dispensing with modes of subscription
which, while they cannot exclude the
unscrupulous, nor rarely operate, it is
alleged, as & barrier to tender coasciences;
albeit, on the other hand, it may be, and
has been contended that subscription
does provide a means of capturing and
dealing with the would-be heretical. It
is the fact, however, that in the great
American Presbyterian churches the
terms of subscription are elastic beyond,
E:rhnps any other; and yet no church is

tter entitled to claim the highest place
in the ranks of orthodoxy.

(5.) I do not think that the state of the
age is favorable to the construction of
any new symbol or form of terms of
communion. Should the day arrive when.
by a consensus of the Presbyterian
churches, such an effort may be attempt-
ed, u creed or confession, in my jmf-
ment, ought to take the form, more of a
statement of facts—after the pattern of
the so-called Apostles’ Creed, and less of
lengthy doctrinal exposition.

(6.) In such a new creed, adoption, cor-
relate of the doctrine of the Divine
Fatherhood, would, T ventare to think,
occupy & vastly more i
 than 1§ now di alymmuron 1
8o genial a Christian as Charles Hodge
could wr:ltle three large volumes without
lisioat ' the :

ruin to the children.

What is the true idea of property—
something to be left behind when we
die, or something which may be inter-
woven with our immortal nature, and
so will last us for eternity?

are really property, for death cannot
touch them. Most men regard civiliza-
tion as mere material progress; but true
bhuman improvement must be an im-
provement of the man himself. And
man himself is not what he owns and
can handle, nor even his bodily frame,
but he is a spirit clothed in a bodily
form. His real improvement consists
in that which secures the freedom and
the sup y of the noblest part of his
nature. A true civilization is that which
shall promote this upon a great scale in
human society.

The preacher denounced with fierce
scorn the worship of wealth in society.
What do we see, he said, every year as
the London season draws near, but a
bevy of mothers, like generals, set out
on a campaign, prepared to undergo any
amount of fatigue if only they can marry
their daughters, not necessarily to high-
souled, virtuous men, but in any case to
a forture! What do we see but a group
of young men, thinking, after perhaps a
career of dissipation, that the time has
arrived for settling respectable in life,
and looking, each one of them, not for a
girl who has the graces and character
which will make her husband and her
children happy, but for somebody who
has a sufficient dowry to enable him to
keep up a large establishment? Who
can wonder, when the most sacred of
all human relations, the union of hearts
for time and for eternity, is thus pro-
stituted to the brutal level of an affair of
cash, that such transactions are quickly
followed hy months or years of misery—
misery which, after seething long in
private, isat last paraded before the eyes
of the wondering world amid the un-
speakable shame and degradation of the
Divorce Court !

(7.) Finally, in the event supposed of
the construction of a new symbol, I
would be no party to touching, altering,
amending, abridging, or otherwise med-
dling with the confession of faith drawn
up by the Westminster assembly of
divines. It stands a grand historical
land-mark. As such, let 1t be regarded.
And it shall be. A proof of its signifi-
cant value may be seen in the fact that
it is the subject of ceaseless assault
equally from Papists and Sceptics. No
other document of the kind is deemed
“a foeman worthy of their steel.” Having
raised a myriad times a tremendous dust
around its walls, they have paused from
their labors with the complacent con-
viction that this fortress has been de-
molished. But the dust lias a myriad
times settled down over the very mem-
ories of the self-styled triumphant
assailants; and the confession has
reappeared unscathed—*“fair as the moon
clear as the sun, and terrible as an army
with banners,”—as, for certain purposes,
1 venture to conclude, in will do in seculo
seculorum.

The reverend Dr. then expressed his
opinions as regards tle uestion of
revision as follows.

“For many reasons I would not have
the grand old document altered. An
appendix might be added, explanatory
of some points, and bringing out more
precisely others, upon which, perhaps
due emphasis has not been placed. Or,
what might be better, a new and simpler
document might be drawn up to serve as
a symbol or expression of the terms of
eommunion between the members of the
Presbyterian church. §But the Confession
of Faith as itis, in my opinion, should
be preserved intact, because it represents
historically the views and attitude of the
reformed churches at the date of its con-
struction, and because whatever changes
in its form of presentation of the truth
might be now deemed desirable, its un-
derlying principles are, in my opinions
accurately representative of the teaching
of the Word of God.”

Rev. Mr. Fotheringham then gave his
views as follows:

“I would not favor revision of the Con-
fession of Faith at present for two
reasons. In the first place I fear that a
revision would result in a more cast iron
creed than we now have. 1 look upon the
confession as a histcrical document. If it
is revised it is no longer the West-
minister Confession. I would let it stand
alongside the various other Scottish con-
fessions and manifestations of the
church’s faith, and would do as the
Presbyterian church of England has
done, frame a new creed on the same
lines adopted to our own way of thinking
now. The Presbyterian church of Eng-
land has formed a series of articles short
and clear. That is what we want.”

In regard te the statement in the con-
fession that the Pope is anti-Christ he
said “my idea is that the marks of
the anti-Christ have never been fully
displayed in Romanism, whilst I would
not say that the Pope is the anti-Christ
(because he lacks some of the marks of
anti-Christ) yet I believe, that those
features which distinguish the church of
Rome from the rest of Christendom are
anti-Christ; and so far are opposed to the
spirit of Christ.” But the reverend gentle-
man was in favor of having such para-
graphs in the confession revised so as
not to be open to prejudice.

“And” he continued, “the love of God
towards all mankind is not sufficiently
brought out in our standards. I would

favor a revision about every twenty or

thirty years, as the light of more know-
