ASKED TO CO-OPERATE|

Lion Saloon Left Out of Sites
Reported for Pipe Yard—
More Trouble Brewing

i When the city council "of Victoria

Mmeets to-night it wiil 'be faced with
cne or two questions of greater in-
terest and importance to the citizens
than most of the cthers that have en-
gaged its attention hitherto. 'The first
of these is wrapped up in the sug-
gestion of Mayor Morley in regard to
the appointing of a commission. to:
look after the prospective welfare of
the city, a task which he alleges the
cauncil is incompetent to perform on
account of its heavy Yyoutine work.
The second issue .which the council
will have to decide definitely to-night
is the purchase or. non-purchase  .of
the Lion saloon property on Chambers
street, and the adjoining property, to
be converted into a city pipe yard, a
question over which there has already
been so much discussion, and dis-
agreement. .

It was the intention of the mayor to
bring up. the first of these at the last
meeting of the council, but as the rou-
tine business which had- accumulated
in the interval was so great as to ec-
cupy the whole sederunt nothing was
said in regard to his suggestion. Now,
however, it appears that he will bring
the maitter before the couneil to-night
in the form of a resolution. The reso-
lution, which aims to amend the Mu-
nicipal Clauses Act in such a manner
as to render a commission possible,
invites the co-operation of the main-
land cities of Vancouver and New
Westminster. It is in the following
terms:

“That the mayor and council of Van-
couver and New Westminster be re-
quested to co-operate with the mayer
and council of Victoria in memorial-
izing the provincial government to im-
mediately appoint a commission, con-
sisting of the mayecr, the chairman of
the legislative committee and the city
solicitor of each of the named cities,
to draft a revised act for the gov-
ernment of cities of the first class,
the commission to report to the gov-
ernment through the attorney-gen-
eral’s department in time for its intro-
duction at the next session of the leg-
islature; further that the city soliei-
tor be instructed to draft the mem-
orial to be signed by the mayor, with
the seal of the <ity, the city solicitor
also to draft an explanation of the
necessity and value of the proposal, to
be forwarded with the -memeorial, the
latter to be returned duly sigxr’ﬂ apd
sealed for presentation to the govern-
ment.”

When the above resolution is before
the council Mayor Morley, it is un-
derstood, will assert that its provisions
and intentions are in no way revolu-
tionary; he will argue that they are
imperative in the highest and best in-
terests of the city, in so .far that the
present Munlicipal Clauses Act is hope-
lessly out of date in relation to.the
proper and efficient government of
cities of the first order. He claims that
the act was based on the Ontario act,
which has been condemmned- as un-
workable, and also that the amend-
ments made to the original in Ontario
have never been effected here, with
the result that the provincial cities
are further in the ruck than ever in
the matter of governmental legisla-
tion.

What attitude the aldermen will take
upon the resolution remains to .be
seen. The debate upon the question
promises to be rather interesting.
While referring to this matter it
might be mentioned that the original
intention of the mayor was to first
discuss the question in council and
then hold a public meeting in ord.er
to test the feelings of the “people in
regard to it.

In regard to the ' site for the city
pipe yard the report will be submitted
to-night and it is betieved that it will
recommend the passing up of the Lion
Saloon property and the purchase - in-
stead of a piece of land covering about
five acres,, lying immediately to the
north of it. With' the return of Al-
derman Gleason from California the
rest of the aldermen visited the pro-
posed site yesterday’ and, after taking
in the many and varied circum-
stances attending the purchase, agreed,
at least so it is understoed, to leave
out the Lion saloon and take in the
north-lying property. If this should
prove to be the case the residents in
the Spring Ridge district may find
themselves saddled with two alleged
nuisances instead of one. ‘While they
did not love the saloon in their midst
they positively objected to the pipe
yard, but now it appears that they
may have to divide their wrath be-
tween the two.

The following local improvement
works will also be passed to-night:
Grading and paving with: asphalt;
Quadra street, between Hillside ave-
nue and Tolmie road, and permanent
sidewalks and boulevards; grading and
rock surfacing of Wilson street, from
Catherine street to Dominion road, anvd
permanent walks and boulevards; pav-
ing with tar macadam Chandler ave-
nue, from St. Charles street to Foul
Bay road, and permanent walks and

boulevards.

RAILWAY RATE CASES.

Torento, July 7.—The Dominion rail-
way board has sent out notices to the
west directing attention to the cases to
be dealt with at Vancouver and Cal-
gary. The city of Vancouver grain
growers and merchants have protest-
ed against the rates charged by the C.
P. R. and the discrimination against
them compared with rates between the
west and Port Arthur and Fort Wil-
Ham. The Calgary protests are prinei-
pally from grain men and are of the
same nature.

There is the utmost confidence here,
however, that the matter will be set-
tied through diplomatic channels, and
the situation is expected to develop
more rapidly upon the return from Hol-
land of President Fallieres and For-
eign Minister Deselves.

Denial is given in official circles to
the published report that a secret
treaty exists between France and Mor-
oceo, wherehy France advances funds
to the sultan\ for the establishment of
a police force nd the restoration of the

-sultan’s authority under the supervis-

ion of French councillors.
No ' Settlement.

London, July 7. — Communications
concerning Germany’s action in Mor-
occo are still passing among the gov-
ernments of Great Britain, Germany
and France, but little is divulged be-
yond the fact that Great Britain has
made it clear that she intends faith-
fully to fulfill her treaty obligations to-
ward France,

Premier Asquith had promised a
statement in.the House of Commons
yesterday, but when questioned by Mr.
Balfour he had to admit that the nego-
tiatinne were still in a state of flux.
‘There is no truth in the report of a
split in the cabinet over the Moroce»
question.

" ADDING TO ELECTRIC PLANT.

Improvements Being Made to Civic
Plant On Waterfront.

In view of the extensive additions to
the electrical equipment of the city
which, if not yet in existence, are held
in. prespect, the station situated at 1hLe
foot of Herald street is undergoing im-
provéments and alterations of a char-
acter calculated to fit it for the execu-
tion of its increasing duties.
Only a few days ago the citizens
passed a by-law authorizinz the bor-
rowing of $50,000 for the completion of
the electric lighting system o1 the eity,
and while nothing of that sum has yet
been disbursed in the purchase of
lamps and the ofther myriad parts
connected with lighting the certainty
of their coming has created the ne-
cessity for extending the facilities of
the station. As a matter of fact a
large consignment of arc lamps,
switches, etc., ordered earlier in the
year, is now on its way, and this
alone will tax the capacity of the sta-
tion considerably unless the project:d
improvements are carried through.

Furthermore, the completion of the
Jordan River power plant will neces-
sitate a better handling of the power
on_the part of the city plant, and this
also will entail. an extension of the
present facilities. This ipcreased
power will render the installation of a
new apparatus imperative, and it is
probable that the council will have to
deal with a recomrmendation on that
line at its meeting to-night. It is ex-
pected that the new addition to the
plant will cost in the neighborhood of
$11,000.

DESTRUCTION OF MAINE.
Board of Experts Will Study Wreck in
Havana Harbor.

Washington, D. C., July 6.—A board_
of naval officers, experts in explosives,
is being selected by the navy depart-
ment te study the hull of the battle-
ship Maine, in Havana harbor, as the
water is pumped from the cofferdam
now surrounding thg wreck.

Because of the necessarily slow pro-
gress of the work, weeks will prob-
ably elapse before the experts will be
able to inspect the keel of the former
warship, but the board will go to Ha-
vana as soon as its personnel is made
known and will remain with the work
until it is finished. The navy depart-
ment officers are confident that the ex-
amination will prove the correctness
of the Sampson board, which decided
that the explosion which sank the
Maine was caused by ‘a torpedo or
mine; that the explosion of the ship’s
magazines followed.

In view of the renewed interest at-
taching to the actual cause of the de-
struction of the Maine, General W. H.
Bixby, chief of engineers, who has just
returned from Havana, has issued the
following signed statement: ‘“The work
of unwatering the Maine so far proves
nothing as to the origin of the ex-
plosion of the magazines, but already
shows such extensive destruction of the
forward part of the boat that it is
quite probable that fuller unwatering
will fail to give any proofs, either way,
as to the origin of such explosions. I
have so far made no reports or state-
ments as to the origin of the explo-
sion.”

Hence the  feeding value . of
grains from this point of view varies
greatly, aecording to the poverty or

4which it has been grown. In South
.| Africa the .oat has little. value as- a
feed for horses, amd it was found necesS-is
‘jsary to import oeats from New Zealand
for bleod horses. As far as heis gware
the writer was-the first to quggest that
the explanation of this was-fhat, ewing
to the poverty of the South. African
soils the ash was deficient in the South
African oat. The analyses of the South
African oat made by the government
chemist, at the writer's request, con-
firmed this. view. Not merely was the
ash deficient as compared with English
oats, but'the composition was found to
be different in the proportion, which
the different minerals bore to one an-
other in the ash. For instance, if the
English oat showed two parts of phe-
phoric acid to one part of lime in the
ash, the South African oat might show
three parts of acid to only one-half part
of lime. The writer therefore established
the fact that the feeding value of any
grain may depend entirely upon the
amount of ash found. in it. This brought
a fresh difficulty for the stockman when
considering the feeding value of the
foods which he was going to give his
animal, Hitherto it has been usual to
consider what amount of proteids the
‘ration contains in proportion to the
fatiy matters in it, and foods were
mixed, according as they were theor-
etically rich or poor in proteids, etc.

As far as the writer.in aware, he was
the first to suggest, and his claim has
never been disputed, that the artificial
addition of the mineral ash to the.ra-
tion' weuld ensure.a %ufﬁ(uﬂnt aupplv
of this materjal.in the samé way as the
|proteids or fats were supplied from. a
'lnrm]mlvo of what amount of these

ch grain contained on the average.

i We will now consider what part the
imineral ash plays in the animal body.
iIf we say that, speaking very roughly,
!the proteids and water composing the
body are the mac‘hmefy. that the fats
are the fuel which is consumed by the
machinery to. .furnish energy and mo-
tfion, and that the mineral ash gives
the few drops of oil, without which the
whole machine will clog and stop, we
ishall have a good idea. of the vital
part played by the ash in the body. ‘It
is essentlal,” in the words of Professor
Ingle, when discussing the  writer’s
work, “te the processes of life of the
animal.”

Now, speaking roudhtly the ash sup-
plies the only material which nourishes
the nervous system, the intestines, the
skins and hydes of animals and feathers
of birds. Without a sufficiency the liver
will not work, nor the blood nar the in-
testines. The machine .will then break
down or stop entirely and forever.

The writer, when beginning his
studies in South -Africa,  found that
there was a remarkable disease among
the potﬂtry there, known as “the poul-
try sickness.” The birds would appgr-
jently be in perfect health over night,
jand. yet 50 per cent. or more would be
found dead in the -morning. Thousands
were swept away annually by this
scourge. The disease defied analysi3s or
!diagnosis. The writer has seen an ap-
ipavremly healthy fowl scratching in the
,gras when suddenly it will be seized
:\\1th what looks like a fainting fit.
The bird staggers about and then falls
idown. It may recover for a few minutes
land Degin scratching again, but the
!sf‘cond attack is fatal and another hen
is dead.

This disease is by no means unknown
in Canada. The writer recently saw it
exactly described in the query column
under the poultry article in the prin-
cipal paper in Montreal. It was suggest-
ed, in the reply in the paper, that vira-
lent diphtheria might be the explana-
tion. It is as probable or improbable
that virulent heart disease or virulent
pneumonia might explain it.

The writer was able to show that the
froal cause was prolonged starvation of
imineral matter to the birds. Poultry
isickness was simply another name for
|starvation of the mineral ash over long
iperiods of time. He also found that 90
mu‘ cent. of the diseases of poultry -were
brought about by a previous exhausted
and weakened condition.of the body,
caused by a shortage in the supply 6f
mineral ash. <

It is probable that in all new coun-
tries, where the =soils have not been
jheavily manured, farm stock never ob-
tain an abundant supply of ash. On
reaching Vancouver Island the writer
asked Mr. Luke Pither, who has a large
poultry ranch, to kindly test the ques-
tion. Mr. Pither found that the short-
age is. very serious, and writes to the
writer that the artificial addition of
mineral matter to the ration is a great
value—if not indeed a vital necessity
for poultrymen in British - Columbia.
The same conclusion was come to by
the writer’s friend, H. T. Oldfield, of
Prespect Lake, in the case of his horses
and fewls. One of -his mares showed
acute weakness which threatened to be-
ceme chronic, and this was found to be
due to a prolonged shortage of mineral

FATAL STRIKE RIOTS
NEAR MEXICO CITY

Three Persons Killed and Sev-
eral Wounded in Charges
by the Police

Mexico City, July 7.—Two persons
‘were killed and five others seriously
dnjured during a charge by the police
on a mob near the street ¢ar barns
near Indianilla, just outside this ciwy,
yesterday.

The rioting occurred when an effort
was made to move cars into the su-
burban district. The cars were es-
corted by mounted pelice, who rode in-
to the crowds of strikers and sympa-
thizers and ysed their sabres freely.

Foliowing the crash yesterday Gov-
ernor Granos, of the federal district,
played a part. To make a personal in-
spection, he boarded an outgoing su-
Yurban train. ‘Soon after starting a
mass of -rioters was encountered.
Stones were hurled threugh the car
windows, and on catching sight of the
governor some one shouted for the
crowd to set fire to the car. The gov-
ernor gave orders to charge the crowd.
Sabres were used. More than fifty ar-
rests were made. Most of those ar-
rested were sympathizers.

The bakers have decided to strike.

According to reports received from
Aguas Calientes and Mapimi, the
strikes of smelter men at those places
have been settled.

In a clash between police and strik-
ers on Wednesday night one man was
killed and a woman probably fatally
injured. Several persons were more or
less seriously wounded. The - police
charged a mob which was storming a
car in a down-town street.
