New York, June 1.—The Journal of 
Commerce says: “An important meet­
ing of American fire insurance com­
panies was held yesterday in the office 
of the Phoenix Insurance Company, of 
Brooklyn, to consider some plan for 
adjusting the liabilities of the under­
writers" in the San Francisco confla­
gration. The British companies held 
a meeting some time ago in London.

“The conference yesterday will at­
tract attention throughout the coun­
try. The action was unanimous. Not 
less than about 75 per cent, of the in­
surance carried by American corpor­
ations is affected by the rulings de­
cided upon, which among other things 
explicitly deny liability for earthquake 
losses. *

“The conference decided that where 
policies covered buildings (or their 
contents) which had certainly fallen 
before the fire, or which had been so 
damaged as to void the insurance 
under the express terms of the con­
tract claims under such policies should 
not be paid. Where policies covered 
buildings (or their contents) which 
may have been damaged or destroyed 
by the authorities, civil or military, 
subsequent to the conflagration claims 
under such policies should not be paid 
until the acts have been definitely as­
certained. Where policies covered 
buildings (or their contents) which 
were probably, but not certainly so 
damaged by earthquake as to be 
brought within the provisions of the 
fallen building clause, or where poli­
cies covered buildings (or their con­
tents) which had been damaged or 
destroyed by the authorities, civil or 
military, before fire had reached them, 
or where policies covered property 
whose owners, by reason of the de­
struction of their books and records 
are unable to supply the proofs of 
value required by the conditions of 
their policies, in all such cases claims 
Should be settled by a reasonable com­
promise.

On Anniversary of Attack.
Madrid, May 31.—It bad been rumor­

It is just a year ago to-day that an­
other bomb was thrown at King Al­
fonso in Paris. As the King, accom­
panied by President Loubet, was driv­
ing away from a performance at the 
opera house, May 31st, 1905, an anarch­
ist threw a bomb at the royal carriage.

It struck a trooper of the cuirassier 
escort on the shoulder, 
ground and exploded without wounding 
the King or the President, who con­
