823, as compared with the last quarter

The net earnings for the quarter

The earnings for the year 1908 were
$91,826,520, a decrease as compared
with 1907 of $60,138,153, while the net
earnings were $74,842,330, a decrease
of $58,540,559.

1908 were 14,404,730 tons, a decrease of
12,592,574 tons, 'The earnings of 1907,
which were $160,964,673, were the high-
est on record for the company.

WANTS DEER STOCKED
ON QUEEN CHARLOTTES

Island Could Be Made Sports-
man’s Pq,radise With Little
Expenditure.

The residents of the Queen Charlotte
Islands are very anxious to secure a
herd of deer, and it s said that the
importation of these animals would not
only make the locality a sportsman’s
paradise, but their presence would be
invaluzble in the event of 'a shipwreck
occurring on the jslands when the sur-
vivors would not lack for provender. L.
.T. Watson, of" Jedway, who- is largely
identified with the life of the islands,
is In the city ;at present and is inter-
viewing the government on the subject.
The matter was previousiy brought to
the attention of Premier McBride when
steps were said ‘to have been taken to
provide a hetd which could be trans-
shipped from Port Simpson, and in fact
the C. P. R, undertook to make special
terms for the carriage of the animals
from the mainland. For some reason
the project fell through and mow Mr.
Watson is again bringing it to the no-
tice of the govérnment,

There is a stronge irony in connection
with this sitaation, The provincial
government recently passed an order in
counci]l with the object of protecting
the deer on the Queen Charlottes, At
the present time there iz not ‘a single
head of this species of animal there.
The cost of transporting a ‘coupls of
hundred deer, including the purchasé
of the animals, would be in the neigh-
borhood of $2,000. Mr, Watson states
that this is the season of the year
when the animals should be stocked, as
by next year théy will have increased
greatly and by that time would bhe
thoroughly established on the islands.
Mr. Watson also suggests the importa-
tion of sheep, ground hogs, and goats.
The only animals of any size at pres-
ent on the Queen Charlotte Islands are
bears, martins and a few caribeu.

Mr. Watson, who i8 urging the above
project on the government, is the hold-
er of several mining ventures on the
Queen Charlottes. He it ‘was who lo-
cated the Ikeda’mines, now one of the
richest properties in Canada’s “utter-
most West,” while he also wag the
first discoverer of mines in that terri-
tory. ;

Washington, D, C., Jan, 26.—Charg-
ing that "Willlam Nelson Cromwell,
Roger.T. Farnum, Charles P, Taft,
and others are parties to the “most
infamous: rallroad proposition ever
submitted to any government,” and
that they are being permitted not only
to rob the Republic of Panama, _but
indirectly the treasury of the United
States, Representative Rainey, of Il
linois, to-day directed the searchlight
of publicity upon the affairs of the

SPECIAL GRANT
ON ELECTION EVE

MONEY OBTAINED ON
GOVERNOR’S WARRANTS

Expenditure on One Sum of
$200,000 Not Yet Ac-
counted for.

The comment of the leader of thg
provincial opposition the other dayv ag
to the issue of governor's warrants
for special expenditures on the ev:
elections, gains additional point from
the 'statement of these warrants
brought down by the finance minister,
The statement covers eight months,
during which time thirteen warrants
were obtained by the government for
a total amount of. $709,760. Of this
sum the expenditure of $299,558.39 . has
been accounted for so far.

A very suspicious item is one of
$200,000, for which a warrant was ob-
tained on October 27th, the day after
the federa] elections in all but the con-
stituencies of Yale-Cariboo ‘and Koot-
enay. The ostensible service was
“public works,” but not a cent of the
expenditure made under that warrant
has been accounted for ‘yet.

On October 6th a sum of $50,000 was
cbtained for public works by “special
warrant, and all of the money was ex-
pended, doubtless where ' it would do
most good—for Conseérvative candi-
dates. There were two warrants ob-
tained while the election was. pending
for ‘“miscellaneous purposes,”” own

WARNING FROM OLD COUNTRY.
Tramp Preachers Are Alleged to Be Hn-
gaged in Infamous Traffic.

Vancouver,” Jan. 26.—Chief of : Police
Chamberlin is in receipt of several let-
etrs from the Old Country warning him
to be on the look-out for tramp preach-
ers, who are travelling “among ‘all na-
tions, self-styling themselves *‘free church
evangelists,” and who, it is alleged, de-
port young girls from one country to
another. These young girls are stripped

of everything they wear and are practic-
ally slaves.

The fact that the letters say the ‘“no-
sect” preachers are in Vancouver is not
taken seriously by the local authorities.
One girl, Alice Pipe, an orphan, of Suf-
folk, Eng., the letters charge, was en-
ticed away from her home and so far all
trace of her has been lost.

An organized campaign for the elimina-
tion of the trampg has been started, and
the Vancouver authorities  will assist.
In England and Ireland the underhand
work ‘has been carried .on most exten-
sively.

One circular, received by Chief.Cham-
berlin, and copies of which were signed
by all the overseers in the parishes of
Suffolk, Eng., says in part:

“No words of ours are sufficientlv
strong to describe this horrible work, and
in the interests of all we strongly and
earnestly warn parents and children to
avoid these so-called preachers as they
would the most deadly plague.”
