Referring to one of the sentences in an

The organ hopes that Sir John will 
soon be restored to a country “ which re- 
“ jeeted him in a fit of petulance and suf­
fered the penalty in five years of depres­
sion.” The future of Canada is exceed­
ingly dark. Like causes produce like 
effects, therefore, when Sir John finally 
disappears everlasting dep 
gin. Letnis hope he will 
abroad. Perhaps, however, the “ pen­
alty ” ш incurred by the “petulance” 
which moved the people to take note of 
t he Pacific Scandal. If so, we may reason 
backward from depression in other coun­
tries, to causes similar to that which pro­
duced depression in Canada. This may 
be a very valuable historical method, and 
we congratulate our contemporary on its 
discovery. England suffered from 
pression—cause “ petulance,” manifested 
in the rejection of Gladstone. The United 
States suffered from depression ; cause 
“ pstulance ” ; manifestation — rejection 
of Tilden. France suffered from depres­
sion as a penalty for “ petulance ” in re­
jection of Duc de Broglie, or per­
haps of Napoleon III., for we must not 
depend too much even on the best method. 
Bnt clearly a great point is gained by his­
torians when they are able to ascertain 
whether “ petulance ” was or was not at 
any particular moment, the most 
nounced characteristic of a people, 
what a boon to the nations is this admira­
ble formula, “ Don’t be petulant, and you 
shall never suffer from depression !” In­
dividual “ petulance ” should be at once 
made a penal offence, and thus national 
wealth will go on increasing for ever, even 
without the aid of that other as great and 
as effective cause of prosperity the N. P.

This stirring of the waters, which in 
the early days of the church had been 
ascribed to su pern at n ral/Pauses, constantly 
occurs at a spring in Kissingen, Germany» 
and is due to natural conditions. The 
medicinal qualities of the spring are 
strongest when at a periodic time the 
surface of the water is stirred by a curious 
effervescence resembling the action of 
boiling. It is believed that from such a 
spring originated the insertion of the 
alleged miracle in the New Testament.— 
Phila. Record.

Charles Smith was operating diving the 
past season for the firm of Guy, Bjvan & 
Co., of St.John, for whom he had engaged 
men to stream-drive on the South-West 
Miraraich i. These lumWers are even now 
oblivions of all that has happened, with 
regard to their prospect of receiving the 
slightest pittance for their whole spring 
work, and they are, perhaps, now toiling 
in the hope of getting wages which may 
never be paid, so that the money which 
was hard earned by them, in steady work 
for the whole spring, will, in all proba­
bility, be lavishéd away at the whim of a 
defaulter and absconder.

Smith had a contract with Gay, Bevan 
& Co. to get out logs by the thousand, 
and he drew upwards of $5,000 to pay 
driving wages. On Sunday last he left 
the city, his wife being very ill at the 
time, and drove to Woodstock, where he 
sold his horse and wagon to Mr. Glidden, 
and took the train for the West. Mrs 
Smith died on Tuesday. Their son was 
at work on the drive, and on hearing of 
his mother’s death, he went to Newcastle 
to get money to come home ; but on find­
ing his father had drawn it all, he was 
obliged to borrow enough from his fellow 
workmen to come home with. Mrs. 
Smith was buried yesterday. Nobody 
suspected anything was wrong until after 
Mrs. Smith’s death, when inquiries were 
made as to her husband’s whereabouts, 
and the foregoing facts came to light

A number of persons in this vicinity 
are losers by Smith. Among them is J. 
McCoy, of St. Mary’s, to whom he owes 
$1,200 on a contract for logs. Mr. McCoy 
thinks he can hold the logs. Cameron & 
McCarthy lose about $400 ; S. D. Mac- 
pherson upwards of $100 ; J. McMarray 
$75, and others.
Brothers, of Florenceville, will lose con­
siderable by him, as they bad sent him a 
quantity of oats for sale, which he dis­
posed of. Smith’s son and daughter, who 
remain here, moved away all their furni­
ture during last night

at 8 o’clock.

Robbery in the Houlton Post Office.

The announcement was made, yesterday, 
of the arrest of Major Wm. A. Boyd, ex- 
postmaster at Houlton, for stealing letters 
from the mail. The following additional 
particulars have now come to light : Mr. 
Boyd was deprived of hie office about the 
first of April by the P. O. Department; on 
account of irregularity in hie accotante. 
Since then Mr. Boyd has acted as post 
office clerk for the appointee, Mr. Wood­
bury.

As letters containing money have been 
frequently lost in the Houlton office. 
Special Agent Bigelow, of Augusta, sent 
his assistant, Mr. Curtis Stevens, to Houl. 
ton, last week, to investigate. This gen­
tleman made arrangements so that he 
conld enter the post office and overlook 
the working department unknown to the 
inmate. He then went to Littleton and 
from there mailed seven decoy letters al^ 
containing money. When these arrived 
through the regular mail at Houlton, the 
detective was in hiding in the office, and 
watched Mr. Boyd ; the latter was soon 
seen to purloin the seven decoy letters. 
He was arrested at once, aud four addition­
al stolen letters were found on his person ; 
from these epistles he had removed the 
money.

The evidence against the ex-postmaster 
was strong, and be was at once committed 
to Houlton Jail. Heretofore Major Boyd 
has been considered an honorable man ; 
his fall causes deep regret in the com mu. 
nity where he has enjoyed a certain kind 
of popularity. He is about fifty years of 
age. The penalty of his crime is im­
prisonment from one to live years for 
each letter stolen. There are eleven 
charges against him, and it would seem 
that his term must be a long one.

Fraser, “ a boss,” for the pur­
pose of intimidating some men from 
whom he anticipated violence, and a 
captain also prepared himself with fire­
arms to defend his vessel, fearing inter­
ference with hie crew. Better counsels 
have prevailed, however, and on Tuesday 
all the men were at work again at the old 
rate of wages, and there will, probably, be 
no more such difficulties at Newcastle this 
season.

A partial strike at Morrison’s mill is 
also ended. These little troubles are in­
cidental to the trade of the port every 
season, but they are generally-exaggerated 
in interested quarters.
