 ALPHONSE AND VIRGINIE.

In the beautiful avenues which
all concentrate at the “Arc de
Triomphe,” Paris.—that triumphal
arch erected “to all the glories of
France”—under which no . good
Frenchman will pass since the
Franco-Prussian war—there are
many fashionable “pensions,” where
the boarders eat together “en
tamille,” though oceupying separate
spartments. .
