A HUNDRED COSSACKS

AND FIFT

Y- JAPS KILLED.

Sharp Engagement in Northern Korea

—A Big Battle

Expected Next

Week---Japs Have 70,000 Men.

SEOUL. March 28, 5 p. m..—A report
has reached here that fifty Japanese
and one hundred Cossacks were killed
and wounded in a skirmisk that oc-
currzd b:tween Anju and Tingju. (The
above despatch probably refers to the
engagement reported last night as hav-
ing occurred March 23, but in which
no Cossack losses were mentioned.

TO REFORM KOREA.

SEOUL, March 28, 515 p. m.—Mar-
quis Ito, upon taking hig departure yes-
terday submitted to the government
some suggestions for Korean reform.
The emperor has appointed Yi Chi Ying.
a former minister of foreign affairs as
a special ambassador to bear presents
to the Japanese emperor and return the
compliment of Marquis Ito’s visit to
Korea. £

SURE OF VICTORY.

ST. PETERSBURG, March 29.—Fore-
casting the result of the war in the Far
East, the Novosti declares there is no
more doubt as to who will be the even-
tual victor than there was at the com-
mencement of the Greco-Ttrkish, the
Spanish-American, or the Boer war.

“For Japan the war is a life and death
struggle,” continues the Novosti. “She
places everything on ore card. For
Russia, it is really-on’y 2 nominal war,
and even defeat wouid leave the empire
not greatly affected, while success
would be sure to mean a great stimul-
us.to the Russian colonization of Man-
churia, where it is reasonable to sup-
pose many soldiers will settle after the
struggle is over.”

“But, adds the paper, “Russia should
not pay too high a price for this col-
onial empire, and therefore, should con-
serve as far as possible the army and
the fleet.”

PULLING PIGTAILS.

VLADIVOSTOK, March 29.—An
amusing sequel has resulted from the
order of the chief of police directing

that a keen lookout be kept for Japan-

ese disguised as Koréans or Chinese.
Since the order was issued the police
seize every Asiatic they see for a pull
at his queue, in order to ‘ascertain
whether it is real or false.

MORE WARSHIPS,

PARIS, March 29.—The Matin's St.
Petersburg correspondent says that the
Russian admiralty has ordered eight
350 ton torpedo boats from Rigia, and
the Levisky yards. He adds that the
type of the latest Japanese torpedo
boats will be copied exactly. The Petit
Journals St. Petersburg correspondent
says:—I learn that the fleet to sail to
the Far East about June 15 will consist
of eight battleships, eleven cruisers and
torpedo boat destroyers, the number of
which has not yet been fixed.”

BATTLES NEXT WEEK.

The Echo de Paris -St. Petersburg
correspondent says the war office gen-
eral staff expects that the first land
engagements In the Far East will take
place in about a week. It is estimated,
he added, that General Kuroki, com-
manding the first Japanese army in
the Ping Yang regioh, has a total
strength of 70,000 men,
brigade of cavalry and 180 cannon.

That there will be .no general half

holiday during the summer months is:

Some of the clerks :

and employe:s.
have hopes but the merchants are prac-
tically unanimous in their opposition.

It will be remembered that last year
there was a general movement to have
a closing of all retail as well as whole-
sale places of business on Saturday af-
ternoon. Numerous petitions were put
in" circulation, the matter was talked
of all over the city, the unions took it
up and clergymen spoke of it in the
pulpits. The result was that the merch-
ants almost to a man closed their es-
tablishments at one o’clock Saturday,
and for three months King street on
those days was deserted. All went well
for a time, till finally a feeling gradual-
ly spread among the merchants that
they were losing trade. The North End
stores with few exceptions, opened up
on one pretext and another, but the
city merchants held to the agreement.
The proprietors closed their std¥es each’
Saturday with a look on their counten-
ances which prdctically said, “wait till
you see us next year!” Sp the result
is today that he would be a brave clerk
who would ask his boss to close up on
Saturday. Of course the wholesale
houses and the hardware stores will
close this year as usual,

An effort is on foot among the clerks
in the wholesale houses to have the
half holiday extended through Sep-
tember, but it i{s very doubtful Iif it
wil} be successfyl, and it is hardly
likely the clerks will do little more
than make the suggestion. At present
the early closing lasts three months,
June, July and August.

One merchant talking to the Star
concerning the early closing movement,
sald it was a direct loss and he con-
sidered it unfair of the clerks to ask it,
as they knew exactly what it meant.
