DUBLIN, Sept 1,—Speaking at a 
meeting of national school teachers at 
Tuam, the Rev. Dr. Healy, Roman 
Catholic archbishop of Tuam, referred 
to the recent disloyal demonstration at 
the teachers’ dinner at Sligo.

STAMFORD, Conn., Aug. 31,—With­

Mr. Don- 
nelson and De Martins will meet again 
this afternoon. The conditions of the 
armstice, or rather complete suspen­
sion of hostilities making the conclu­
sion of the war, will be arranged, ex­
cept for minor details, by the plenipo­
tentiaries here.

The signing of the “Treaty of Ports­
mouth” will he as quiet and unosten­
tatious as possible. Both sides desire 
to avoid any spectacular features. 
Both realize that, for different rea­
sons, the treaty will not be popular in 
their respective countries. In Japan 
especially, there is expected to be a 
great popular outcry. “We know," 
said a member of the Japanese mis­
sion today, “that we are going home 
to stones and perhaps dynamite.”
