Official Statement Filed by theTNEW HYMN BOOK

Candidate Creates a Sen-
~ sation in New York Political
- bircles,

NEW YORK, Nov. 19.—Somewhat of
a.sensation was caused in political cir-
cles here today when William R.
Hearst, who was candidate for Gover-
nor on the Imdependence League, and
Democratic tickets, filed with the sec-
retary of state at Albany a statement
showing that he had spent the sum of
$256,370.22 in his efforts to win the elec-
tion. Not since the law requiring can-
didates for public office to file a list of
their expenses went into effect a num=

ber of years ago has anyone seeking !

the favor of the voters admitted the
spending of one-tenth of that sum for
election purposes. The sum, in magni-
tude, is far and away greater than any
others recorded in the books of the
state for that particular purpose.

Of the amount expended, Mr. Hearst
reported to the secretary of state that
he had given to John G. Follansbee,
the treasurer: of the Independence
League, $198,870.22, and to William J.
Conners, chairman of the Democratic
State Committee, $57,000. The balance
of $500 he spent in travelling expenses.

As large as this sum appears to be
for one man to spend on an attempt to
gain an office which pays a salary of
$10,000 a year for two years, the total

- as reported to the secretary of state
does not begin to compare with the
actual amount that Mr, Hearst spent
in his. fight- to. be ..governor of New
York.' Tn the first place, the total does
not in any way include the preliminary
fight he made to get the nomination,
and the law does not require that such
expenditures should be included.

Immediately after he was declared
defeated for mayor last fall he began
through his managers, the organiza-
tion of the Independence League. AN
organization was formed in every
county of the state and in every assem-
bly district in the Greater New York.
In the latter city he had the old
Municipal Ownership League as
nucleus, but the assocation had to be
reorganized, and all together the estab-
lishment of the league must have cost
him thousands of dollars. He had a
great staff of paid agents out organiz-
{ng the various branches of the'league
and their expenses must have been
enormous, the vast bulk of which was
paid by Mr, Hearst.

Charles E. Hughes, the Republican
candidate for governor, who_was elect-
ed, spent, according to his report, only
$618.55, which would equal something
tike eight cents for every 100 votes ‘cast
for him, as against over thirty cents
cost to Hearst for each individual vote
he received.

USING DYNAMITE

Charge Exploded In the Store
of a Prominent Bufcher

No One Was Hurt But the Front of the
Building Was Wrecked — It
Happened in Buffalo.

BUFFALO, N, Y., Nov. 20—Four men
believed t> be members of the *“Black
Hand Soclety” at 5 o’clock this morn-
ing exploded a stick of dynamite on
140 Canal street, No one was injured
but the front of the brick building was
badly shattered. The doors were blown
into the intsrior of the store and all
the glass in the front of the store. The
concussion of the dynamite shattered
the windows in several buildings ad-
joining and across the street from the
Ballisimo store.’

Angelo, the 16-year old daughter, was
the first to wake. She looked out of the
window and saw four men running
away from the scene of the explosion.
It was quite dark but the girl said she
thought the men were Italians,

About two weeks ago Ballisimo re-
celved letters signed by the “Black
Hand Society.” In each a demand for
money was made. The Italian was in-
structed to place the money in a cer-
tain place. The writers of the letters
threatened him with death if he did
not obey. Ballisimo did not give up the
money but notified the police who have
since been trying to run down the
members of the gang. Several other
prominent Italians have received let-
ters from the Black Hand recently.

Second Draft of Anglican
Hymnal Has Been Issued.

l S

Bock Will Contain a Number of Com-
positions by Caoadian Writers
and Musicians.

——

1

The second draft of the “Book of
Common Praise,” .the new hymn book
now being compiled for the uge of the
Anglican Church in Canada, has just
been issued by Henry Frowde, Oxford
Press., under the signatures of the
Bishops of Ottawa and Huron, chair-
man and vice-chairman of the Hym-
nal Committee, and Mr. James Ed-
‘mund Jones, convener of the Compli-
aticn committee.

It is a most interesting volume, con-
taining among other things copies of
original ~Canadian hymns submitted
for consideration, and although only a
draft, it. will be of permanent value
owing to the immense amount of in-
formation it contains as to dates,
names of authors and composers, and
sources of hymns. It exhibits a cathol-
icity of taste in literature and music
that is in keeping with modern
thought. While the majority of the
well known writers of hymns are or
were members of the Church of Eng-
land, the committee did not confine |
themselves to their productions, and |
scores of names occur in the draft be-
longing to the writers of other Chris-
tian bodies.

The first work of the compilers af-
ter the General Synod decided to pub-
lish. the hymn book was -to take a
plebiscite of favorite hymns, and from
every diocese, in fact, from almost
every parish, in the Dominion lists |
were sent in., These gave the namesl
of hymns which were most commonly !
used and therefore lndlspensable.‘
None of those which showed any signs |
of popularity was excluded, so that |
as a foundation the hymn book con-!
tained all the old favorites with
which everybody who has been raised
in a Christian home is familiar.

In classifying the hymns, the com-

pilers appears to have adopted the rule ;
of putting all those which are not too
inseparably associated with certain
seasons into the section for general
hymns. This policy has enlarged the
use of several beautiful compositions,
which have hitherto been sung only
on one or two Sundays during. the
twelve months. For example, the two
hymns, “Jesus Lives,” and ‘“On the
Resurrection Morning,” are no longer
placed as though only to be used at
Easter time.
_Though the number of general
hymns has been so greatly increased,
care has been taken to prevent the
impoverishment of the other sections.
For every saint’s day and season there
are many special hymns, and not only
has care been taken to remember all
the days in,the Church’s ealendar, but
{ suitable hymns have been selected for
such occasions as - special national
days, men’s meetings, dedications, or |
the many other gatherings which take
place in every parish.

Of course,’ the book naturally con-
tains the two most celebrated hymns
written of late years. As the majority
of the other publications which are
largely used in the Anglican Church
were compiled some years ago, they
do not eontain either Lord Tennyson’s |
“Crossing the Bar,” or Kipling’s “Re-"
cessional.”” These two poems, to set-
tings composed by Canadians, have
been placed in the new hymn book.
iAnother hymn very generally used in
the ¢hurches during Lent ‘and Holy
Week, which has been ineluded in the
new volume is, ‘“The Story of the
Cross.” Although this has only been
published before in the American hymn
book and the last edition of the Hym-
nal Companion, many churches, where
| neither of these boks are used have
' used it of late years. .

As the book of common praise is for
the Canadian Church, the committee
wished to have the composers of the
Dominion represented in it. One hymn,
which naturally suggested itself im-
mediately, was “Lord, by Whose Might
the Heavens Stand.,” by Frederick
| George Stand. It was included in the
section, “for national occasions,” with
a setting by Canon E. P. Crawford.
The committee also asked for original
contributions by Canadians, which
were to be sent in anonymously. From
among those received two mission
hymns were selected. Enquiry for the
authorship disclosed that.the first one,
“Awake, Awake, O Christian,” was
from the pen of Mrs. Lennox Mills,
wife of the Bishop of Ontario. The
second hymn, by Cora B. Evans, seem-
ed peculiarly appropriate of the Cana-
dian book as it was founded upon the
motto of the Woman’s Auxiliary, “The
Love of Christ Constraineth.” There
will be 8ther Canadian writers repre-
sented as well as a number of com-
posers,

- The book, of course, has not yet
reached its final form, In the present
draft there are 717 hymns, the words
of which will be set up for considera-

tion by the committee when it meets
in January. Of those already includ-
ed, very few will be taken out, as|
they have nearly all received the en-
dorsation of the committee, The book
when completed will contain about 800
hymns, so that there are about 80,
more to be chosen, and the members |
of the committee are carefully con- |
sidering every suggestion and every |
source from which hymns may be ob- |

| tained, so that these last choices wllll
| meet with general approval. Some of |

them may be experiments, but in such |
cades, the hymns are being put aside:
for general criticism before the final |
decision is reached. For instance, |
among those still under consideration ;
are John G. Whittier's lines, which
have been suggested as a Lenten
hymn:— ;
I bow my forehead to the dust,

I veil my eyes for shame,
And urge, in trembling distrust,

A prayer without a claim,

I see the wrong that 'round me lies,
I feel the guilt within;

I hear, with groan and travail-cries,
The %vorld confess its 'sin.

I dimly guess from blessings known
Of greater out of sight,

And, with the chastened Psalmist, own
His judgments, too, are right.

I long for household voices gone,
For vanished smiles I long.

But God has led my dear ones on,
And He can do no wrong.

No offering of my own I have,
Nor works my faith to prove;

I can but give the gifts He gave,
And plead His love for love.

And so beside the Silent Sea
I wait the muffled oar;

No harm from Him can ccme to me
On ocean or on shore.

I know not where His islands lift
Their fronded palms in air;

I only know I cannot drift
Beyond His love and care,

Svch hymns as this and A. C. Ber
son’s stately stanzas for times of wart
are among those which the committee
may select to be used for the first
time by the Church in Canada. Aided
by an expression of outside opinion,
they will pass on them at the next
meeting.

The task of selection may mnot be
cempleted before the next meeting of
the General Syrod of Canada, but
anyone examining the new draft will
feel that, considering the care which
has been expended upon the selection
from “Holy, Holy, Holy, Lord God
Almighty,” which opens the book to
the litanies which come at the end,
the volume ought, when published, to
give general satisfaction to all mem-
bers of the Anglican Church, and in-
sure its general use.

lenberg's castle at Liebenberg last
week the Prince exhausted all

the spirits had signalled that Chan-
cellor von Buelow’s retirement was
urgently necessary for the Emperor’s
safety. The Kaiser has been for a
long time the personal friend of Prince
von Eulenberg, but he firmly rejected
his persuasions and retained Prince
von Buelow in office, emphasizing his
confidence in the latter, and thereby
intimating that he turned his back on
Prince von Eulenberg’s party forever.
The Zukunft accuses Prince
Eulenberg of going to ridiculous ex-
tremes to induce the Kaiser to enter-

tain a deeper belief in the prineciple |

FATE OF CHINESE
* LABOR IS SEALED

Unnatural and Unhealihy Gon-
dition of Affairs in
South Africa

Winston  Churchill  Admits Immorality
Among Chinese hut Claims it is
a Colonial Question.

LONDON, Nov. 18—Both Houses of
Parliament tonight. debated the un-
pleasant subject arising from the recent
unauthorized publication of the con-
tents of the Bucknill report, which
gives the results of an inquiry into the
conditions of Chinese labor in South '
Africa, and which reveals the system-
atic practise of unnatural vices in the
Chinese compounds there. Notice of
this debate was given today by R. C. I
Lehman, Liberal, “who in the House of
Commons obtained leave to move the
adjournment of the House to discuss
the “prevalence of gross immorality
in the Chinese compounds in the Trans- !
vaal,” as disclosed by the Bucknill |
report, and “the imperative necessity |
for the Government to take immediate(
steps to stop this state bf affairs, es-;
pecially by a more rapid and system- :
atic repatriation of the Chinese.” ’

The Government has hitherto declin-
ed to 'publish this report, on the|
ground that it was cenfidential. Among
the Radicals the hope seemingly pere
tains that this scandal may
in justification of the abolition
Chinese labor.

ST, PETERSBURG, Nov. 19.—A plot
is said to have been discovered in Rus-
sia against the life of Count Witté and
seventeen of the leaders of the Con-
stitutional Democratic party. It is re-
ported that a price of 35,000 roubles
