CITIZENS TAKE STEPS
T0 PREVENT STRIKE

Will Petition the Government
at Ctiawa

P. W. A Officials Claim Membership of
3,000 —Say a Strike Would Not
Cripple the Mines.

——

GLACE BAY, N. S, April 24—There
are no new developments in the labor
situation here today. The president of
the United Mine Workers, Mr. Daniel
McDougall, is now in Springhill on im-
portant -buginess, the nature of which
could not be learned. Messrs. Bons-
field and Patterson are absent from
town today attending meetings of the
locals at Number Six and Lingan,
and could not be seen. Speaking to
members of the United Mine Workers
on the street this morning it was stat-
ed that the men of the United Mine
Workers generally are very indignant
as a result of the action’of the com-
pany, in asking the county counci! to
appoint 625 consgables, which they al-
lege they require to prevent destruc-
tion of their property should a strike
be calied, and strongly censure the
council for their action. In appointing
such officers, one United Mine Work-
ers sympathizer stated that this latest
action on the part of the company
was but adding “fucl to the flames,”
and which but intensified the difficul-
ty and as a result the men would pro—
bably be more determined than ever
to strike.

The P. W. A. officials claim that
should a strike be declared by ‘the
United Mine Workers that it would
nqt affect their members unless they
were seriously interferred with, while
going to and returning from the col-
lieries. They are confident that their
members and mon-union men to the
number of at least 3,000, would re-
main at work, and this number would
probably be augmented by several
hundred other miners, who would be
returning to thé collieries, ' at the
opening of the busy season. The Unit-
ed Mine Workers men claim they have
over 3,000 mémbers. No effort as yet
has been made by the United Mine
Workers officials to interview Mr.
Duggan, but it is possible that they
will endeavor to see the manager early
next week.»y

Prominent ecoal officials states that
it will be useless for Messrs. Bons-
field or Patterson to make any effort
to interview the company, d4s they
‘will be refused the privilege as be-
fore.

The company have not the slightest
intention of receding from their atti-
tude toward the United Mine Work-
ers, and are prepared to defend their
policy in: this dispute to the letter.

Apart from the officials and men im-
mediately concerned in. the dispute
prominent business and professional
men express the opinion, that there
will not be a strike and that before
such a contingency occurs a delegation
representing the interests of the bus-
iness men of Cape Breton and Nova
Scotia generally will he appointed to
wait upon the Government at Ottawa
asking them to take such steps as
they think necessary to avert 4f pos-
sible a strike among the miners of
Cape Breton and Nova Scotia.

YOUNG TURKS' PARTY IN DESPERATE
BATTLE WITH THE SULTAN'S TROOPS

Palace Bombarded, But Inhabitants Escape---Many
Gasualties in the Strests of Gonstantinople---
Constitutionists Well Organized and are Re-
ceiving Reinforcements from Deserters

CONSTANTINOPLE, April
Heavy rifle firing shortly

o’clock this morning mig«gled with the !
occesional rattle of artillery from the |

heights surrounding Yildiz Kiosk
marked the culmination of the expect-
ed clash between the favored troops of
the Cqnstantinople garrison and the
army of investment which began its
advance on the city yesterday. The
fighting' started in the southwest part

of Pera near Yildiz Kiosk between the |

troops under General Mahmoud Schef-
ket, commanding the army of invest*
ment,-and part of those loyal to the
Sultan. The Saloniki troops attacked
the Matchka and Tasch Kischla bar-
racks south of Yildiz Kiosk where they
met. stubborn resistance. It is report-
ed that the casualties are heavy. The
firing causde a panic in the city and
thousands beggn fleeing away, de-
tachments of military cadets com-
manded by officers of the Constitu-
tionalists arep roteciing the foreign
embassies and every possible means
has beeén taken to prevent disturban-
ces in the city. Major Enver Eey, one
of the Young Turk leaders, has sent a
company of infantry to guard each le-
gation. From the houses near Yildiz
Kiosk, the bodies of those who met
death during/the encounter near Tash
Kishla, barracks are plainly visible.
The streets near the firing line were
guicklv cleared and the non combat-
ants were ordered to remain indoors to
prevent casualties and the possibility
of mob violence thus leaving the
streets for exclusive movement of the
troops. The -public has been warned

Kiosk and the lines are impenetrable.

LONDON, April 23—“I saluted the
Sultan with great respect.- He was the
only person showing perfect calm; che
;others were very nervous.”

The foregoing is the comment of an
Englishman who witnessed the Selam-
lik ceremony and points in a word to
what appears to be the pivot of the
bewildering situation at Constantin-
ople.

The history of the latest phase of
the crisis is about as follows:

Nazim Pasha, commander of the
Constantinople army corps, visited
San Stefano Friday morning and re-
ported to Mahmoud Schefket Pasha, in
command of the
troops, that a considerable body of the
garrison was still faithful to the Sul-
tan and refused to ke the oath to
uphold the constitution; that this fact
and the sentiments of the populace it-
self would in certain circumstances
render bloodshed extremely probable.
Nazim Pasha’s report with the fears
spread bv the fanaticism ip the pro-
vinces, appears to have decided Schef-
ket Pasha to take the prudent course
of retaining the Sultan on the throne
to avoid civil war and in the mean-
time to strengthen his army. On the
other hand the army of occupation is
clearly advancing upon the capital and
a significant despatch from Constant-
inople recived at Vienna tonight says:

“The_advance upon Pera and the
coast appears to have been begun.
Suspicion is current that (oday's
events and announcement were merely

“feints Intended to lull all parties into

tranquility. It is believed action against
Yildiz Kiosk may perhaps be taken to-
day.”

A. despatch from Saloniki, dated Fri-
day evening, declares that after a con-
sultation between Schefket Pasha and
the assembly with Mohemmed Rechad
Effendi, heir apparent to the throne, it
was decided to demand that the Sheik
ul Islam issued a -decree proclaiming
Mohemmed-Rechad Effendi sultan. The
despatch adds that an assault on the
Yildiz Kiosk was arranged to take
place at, midnight.

These reports cannot, of course, be
confirmed and® the only thing that
comes with any distinetness out.of the
perplexing situation is the fact that
the Sultan, who has not a reputation
for personal courage, faced. his sub-
jects at today’s Selamlik with a calm-
ness that betokened the conviction
that the throne was still unshaken.

LONDON, April 23—A despatch to
the Times from <Constantinople re-
ports great unrest among the Alban-
fans. It is rumored that they have
risen at Avlona, a seaport in the Ad-
ridtic with a population of 6,000, and
have made prisoners of the officers of
the garrison and several of the mem-
bers of Union and Progrees. These
they are now holding as hostages for
Ismail Kamal Bey and Mufid Bey.

Word came from the city at midnight
saying that the long expected entry
had been made, but people neverthe-
less went to bed skeptical only to be
awakened in the Pera quarter by the
sound of artillery and the ragged crash
of rifles in the Alrection of Yildiz
Kiosk. A battalion of the Sultan’s
household guards occunied Tasch Ka-
chla barracks, about 800 strong, and
were resisting the advance of the in-
vesting army. Jixpecting an attack
they were deployed outside the bar-
racks when an officer from General
Schafket demanded that they surren-

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 24—Com-
plete tranquility was restored in Con-
stantinople by noon when the last re-
calcitrants surrendered and the firing
ceased, Several of the isolated guard
houses defended .themselves bravely
against the Salonikis. The fights in
the centre of the city resulted in con-
siderable loss of life. The Taxim guard
house resisted for three hours under a
heavy Hotchkiss fire. The occupants,
numbering fifty men and officers, fi-
nally surrendered.

Shefkat Pasha issued orders to shoot
down any soldiers of the Constantiro-
ple garrison having arms whether us-
ing them or not. He declared also
that unarmed soldiers would be treat-
ed as non-combatants. During the en-
counter a rain of bullets fell among
some persons observing the gréat pan-
orama in the Grande Rue De Pera,
wounding four men, all of them nat-
ives. With this warning of danger
the correspondents and others with-
drew.

It appears that the constitutionalsts
did not intentionally shell Yildiz
Kiosk. "The objective of their fire was
the barracks outside the palace en-
closure and some of their shells occa-
sionally fell within the Ylldiz alls.
The troops within the ecity ®brought
comparatively few guns into actlion.
They drorped somne shells in Scutari
on the other side of the Bosphorus ard
caused considerable disorder amorg
the investing forces. Five shells fell
within fifteen minutes near the head
of the Grande Rue De Pera causing
consternation. A few minutes later
fifty soldiers came running into the
Grande Rue from a side alley and de-
bouched in the rear of the atsackers.
They were fired on sharply and sev-
eral were wounded before they were
able to explain that they were deser-
| ters from the other side. The Grande
}Rue was massed with people and when
| it was learned that the fifiy men had
| deserted there was tremendous out-
| burst of cheering and hand ciappingz.
The windows of the houzes not occu-
pied by Mohammedans were crowded
with women who waved handkerchiefs,
small Turkish flags and silken scarfs.
The commandants shortly after this
incident cleared all the streets in this
vicinity.

BETTER AND CHEAPER
_ FERTILIER REQUIRED

B

Subject _Thoroughly Discussed
Today.

Suggested  Appointment of  Provincial -
Horliculturalist fo Promote
Fruit Raising.

FREDERICTON, N. B, April 2¢=
The agricultural committee held an
other enthusiastic session this morn-
ing, Chairman Dickson presiding.

Col. Sheridan desired information as
regards artificial fertilzers and the
action of fertilizers upon.the soil. He
knew something of the action of stone
lime and how it left the soil in a
harsh and unproductive state. He also
knew that mussel mud wasa real ben=
efit to the soil and left it in good
state.

Mr. Pinder said his experience  -was
that fertilizer assisted to produce good
crops and was specially valuable in
growing potato crops. In that case the
s0il was left in a good conditon for a
crop of oats in the succeeding yean
without further fertilization and hay;
for the two years following. His exvy
perience was that a barrel of fertilw
izer was required to each ‘barrel of"
potato seed, about half @ ton fo the
acre. One objection to the fertilizers
on the market was that the purchaser
got only a small percentage of ingre-
dients valuable to the soil and a large
percent@ige of san@ which farmers
were paying high prices for and pay-~
ing freight on. He made fertilizer for
his own use from bone and ashes. He
moved the following resolution see~
onded by Mr. Woods:

“Resolved, that this committee re«
commend the Commissioner of Agri<
culture to have a thorough investiga-
tion made into the cost of securing in=
gredients and manufacturing of fer-
tilizers with a view to arranging for
an adequate supply to the farmers of
the prqvince at the lowest possible;
cost.”

Mr. Pinder, at the request of Mr.
Sheridan; told in detail of his raethod
of manufacturing fertilizer at home.

Mr. Dickson suggested that it would
be a splendid idea tb have Mr. Pindor'g
methods and experience printed for,
general distribution for information of
the farmers of the province.

.Mr. ‘Woods approved of the suggzes-
tion and instanced the value of in-
struction issued by the department for
mixing and application of the Bor-
deaux mixture.

Mr, C. M. Leger thought the resol-
ution one of the most importance to
the farmers that had been before the
committee. He knew of succesful
farmers who were manufacturing fer-
tilizers used on their farms at a cost
of about $10 a ton, whercas good com-
mercial fertilizers sell at $30 a ion.

Deputy Commissjoner Peters told of
Fhe aetion of various kinds of fertile
izers, phosphate, gypsum, ete.,.upon
the soil. Some general discussion tuak
place on the subject of fruit growing
participated in by all present.

Mr. Allain moved the following 1ege
olution:

“Whereas it has been demonsirated
that apoles and various other irufts
can be profitably grown in mdny rarts
of the province. and, whereas experts
of wide experience state rhere is a
larger area of apple growing territory
in New /ﬁrun*swick than in Noya Sco-
tia therefore -

“Resolved that in the opinion of this
committee this important
should be developed and as a frst
step towards #ecuring this develop-
ment, a provinecial ho:rticulturist should
be annointed.”

Deputy Commissioner Peters doubted
the wisdom of the resolution.: The de-
partment was doing all possible with
the means at its disposal and was
carrying on a beneficial work of edu-
cation, It would take a much larger
@appropriation to do all that the de-
partment would like to do.

‘Mr. Woods said that the trouble was
that the department had not ask:d for
xt-nlor received a large emough appropria-

on.

Mr. Dickson believed that it was ne-
cessary to employ a specialist to ac-
complish much of anything in any line.
The committee should point out to *he
commissioner the needs of agriculture
and specifv the actual requiremeoents
and it was for the department to get
the money from the House. Other de-
partments did not hesitate to imake
their requirements knpwn. The jesolu-
tion was discussed by Mr. Woods, Mr.
Allain, Mr. Hubberd and Mr. Pinder
and unanimously adopted.
