IRISH CORPORATION REFORM.
House of Lords, Muy 4.

Lord Melbourne moved the second
reading of the Irish Municipal Dill. He
reminded the Lords, that the principle of
the measare had received the sanction of
the Houso four times. It being allowed
on all bands that the existing corporation
in Ireland ought to be abolished, it be-
came necessary to consider what should
be substitated for them, The present bill
had been carried through the House of
Commons by very large majorities, and
with the support of the prineipal persons
on both sides of the House. It eame up
to their Lordships at an early period of
the session, and its progress had only
been delayed by unfortunate circumstan-
ces beyond their cogtrol ; but be did hope
that they were at Bngth about to bring to
a conclusion this irritating and Tong-litiga-
ted question—Tt was unnecessaty for him
to enter into details, as the measure was
edsentially the same as that whichi had
been introduced in the previous session.
Schedule A was the same: it contained
the towns in whicli it was proposed to
substitate corporations for those now ex-
isting, Bchedule B comprised the towns
it which the corporations were also to be
abolished, but no others ereated, although
power was given to the Crown upon the
petition of a majority of the inhabitants to
establish corporations.. The bill gave the
management of Corporate property in the
towns in Schedule I3 to the Commmissioners
acting under the 9th of George the Fourth,
where-ever that act was in operation,
Where it had not been introduced, and
where there were no Commissioners, the
bill authorized the appointment of Com-
missioners, provided the property was
worth £100 a yearj but if it were not
wotth so much, then the bill provided
that it should be administergd by the
Chuatrdians of the Poor, in aid of the poor
rates and for general p‘ilrlmqu. The qua-
lification would be a tnn-lmuml rating in
the larger class of towns in Schedule A,
and eight pounds in the other towns ; and
this would remuin for three years; aftet
which the qualification of the Inglish
Municipal Aet would be introduced into
Ireland—Ample protection was given to
all such rights of freemen as ought to be
protected.  With regard to the appoint-
ment of Shetiffs, no alteration had been
made. Government had not thought fit
to adopt the alteration made by the Lords
in the Bill of last year,

The Duke of Wellington agreed to the
motion for the second reading. He could
not, on geheral principles, support an ex
clusive system ; but-he would take care,
whilst he abolished exclusion on one side,
not to give the power of exclusion to the
other. ITe had refused to pass a bill for
l‘cﬁ»rmiwr; the Irish eorporations, until by
the Irisk Poor-law something like a test
of qualifieation was established, in a coun-
try where it was not safe to trust toa
person’s oath as to his property.  But how
had he been treated on this matter?

The want of adequate information may be traced
as one of the difficalfies which embarrassed the Ne-
therlands government in ity endeavours fo decide
the points snbmitted to its arbitration, i 1830. The
same has beew felt by the government in England ;
it has also been felt and admitied by the govern-
mont of the United States, and evepy by the local
government of the contighous State of maine.

The British government and the government of
the United Sates agreed, therefore, two years ago,
that a survey of the disputed ferritory, by a joint
commission, wonld be the measure best calculated
1o élncidate and <olve the questions at isswe. The
President proposed snch a commission, and her
majesty’s government condented to it ; and it was
believed by her majesty’s government that the ge
neral prineiples npon which the commission was fo
be guided, m its local operations, had been settled
by mutaal agreement, arrived at by means of a cor
respondonce which took place between the two go-
vernments in 1337 and 1838,

Her mujesty's government accordingly transmit-
ey i April. of last year, for the cousideration of
the President, the draft of a convention to reguiate
the'proceedings of the proposed commission. The
preamblo of that draft recited fextaally the agree-
ment that had been ¢ome to hy means of notes
which had been exchianged between the two go-
vermments ; and the articles of the draft were ﬁ'u-
med, as her majosty’s government considered, in
striet conformity with that agreement,

Bat the government of the United States did not
think proper to assent to the convention so pro-
vosed,

T'he United States government did not mdeed
llege that the proposed convention was at varianice
with the result of the previous correspondence be-
tween the two governments : but it thofight that
the econvention would establish a commission of
“ mere exploration and survey ;" and the President
was of opinion that the step next to be taken by the
two governments, should be to contract stipulations
béaring tpon the face of them the promise of a final
sottlement, under some fotm ot other, and within a
rensonable term.

The United States government accordingly trans-
mitted to the undersigned, for commanication to her
majesty’s government, in the month of July last, a
conmter deaft of convention, varying considerably
in some parts, as the Secretary of Sule of the Uni
ted Statos adinitted in lis lettor to the undersigned
of the 29th July last, from the draft proposed by
Great Britwin.  Bat the Seeretary of State added,
that the United States governiment did not deewr it
necessary to comment npon the alterations so made,
as-the text itsell of the counter draft would be found
sufficiently petspicuous.

Her Majosty's Governmenit might eertainly well
have expected that some teasons would have been
given to expluit why the United Suates government
devlined to ecanlieai. an sreangement which was
fotnded apon propositivns made by that govern-
ment itself, and upon modifications to which that
government had agreed; or that il the American
govertiment thought the draft of convention thus
proposged was not in conformity with the previons
agreement, it would bave pointed out in what re
spect the two were congidered to differ.

Her Majesty’s government, conudering the pre-
sent state of the boundary question, concur;with the
government of the United States in thinking that it
ison every account expedient that the next tuea-
sure 1o be adopted by the two governinents shonld
contain arrangements which will necessarily lead to
4 final settlement ; and they think that the conven-
tion which they proposed lust year to the President,
instead of being framed so 4« to constitnte a mere
comtnission of exploration and survey, did, on the
contrary, contain certain stipulations ealenlated to
lead 1o the final ascertainment of the boundary be-
tween the two countries.

The British draft contained no prevision for ar-
bitration, because tha prineiple of arbitration had
not been proposed on either side during the nego-
tintions wpon which that deaft was founded ; and
beeatise, moreover, it was tnderstood at that time
that the principle of arbitratiomsvonld be decidedly
olijected to by the United Sfates.

But as the United States povernment have now

vious agreement, it would have pninrm}
out in what respect the two were consi-
dered to differ.

In the note whith the undersigned ad-
dressed to Mr. Fox on the 20th of July of
last year, transmitting the American coun-
tet draft, he stated that in consequence of
the then recent events on the frontier, and
the danger of collision between the citi-
zens and subjects of the two governments,
a mere commission of exploration and sur-
vey would be inadequate to the exigen-
cies of the oceasion, and fall behind the
just expectations of the people of both
countries, and referred to the importance
of having the measure wext adopted bear
upom its face stipulations which mast re-
sult in a final settlement, under some form,
and in a reasonable time.

These were the reasons which indaced
the President to introduce in the new pro-
jeet the provisions which he thought cal-
culated for the attainment of so desirable
an object : and which, in his opinion, ren-
dered obviously unnecessary sny allusion
to the previous agreements referred to by
Mr, Fox. The President is gratified to
find that a ccnsurrence in those views has
brought the minds of her Majesty’s go-
vernment to a similar conelusion ; and
from this fiesh indication of harmony in
the wishes of the two cabiriets, he permits
himself to anticipate the most satisfactory
result from the measnre under consider-
ation.
