SULTAN OF TURKEY.

The strictest surveillance, both by
soldlery and police, marks the Sultan's
Macedoriian trip, aecording to despat-
¢hisg from Constantinople. In addi-

six hundred committeemen of the
anng Turk party are acting as secret
poiite, and more than sixty officers
of the army or the secret service are
here, wearing uniforms of prizates, so
that they may mingle and converse

into practical shape.

“For a long while,” said Mr, Stan-
ton yesterday, “certain men in Eu.
rope have had under consideration the
advisability of starting an internation-
al daily newspaper. These men be-
lieved there was a fleld for it, but
it was necessary to find out how the
proposition would be received in the
capitals and large cities of the world,
For the purpose of learning the atti-
tude of officialdom and men connect.
ed with affairs in these centres of ac-
tivity I was selected to make a jour-
ney to every capital of Europe. 1
have just finished the trip, which
took three months, and I am con-
vinced that such & unewspaper has a
place in the scheme of things,
“Buch & newspaper to be a success
necessarily must be absolutely inde-
pendent and self-supporting. One of
the first things to be considered was
the question of international advertis.
ing. From what I could find out we
shall have sufficient advertising sup-

At least enough interest was taken
in the proposition to indicate that the
pewapaper will not lack advertising
support

“Another important matter has
been that of getting correspondents.
We shall have them in the prinel
pal eltieg and they must be experienc.
ed meh and absolutely unbiased.
Some of them already have been se.
lected, but of course the staff of cor-
respondents will be subject to change,
tuch depending upon the accuracy
of their work.

“The name of ‘the paper will be Le
Journal International. It will be pub-
lished in French, although other lan-
guages will not be excluded, For in-
stance ghould Theodore Roosevelt con-
tribute an article written in English
it would be published in English. But
on the whole the paper will be print-
in French. It will be an afternoon
newspaper, for we cameé to the con-
clusion that such matters as we shall
deal with can be handled better in the
daylight, when legations are open and
public men can be reached readily.
“There is to be no editor in the
sense of one man dominating the pol-
icy of the paper or inflnencing it to
the extent of expressing his individual
views and opinions. There will be a
corps ¢f editors and I shall be the
managing editor. The paper will have
no poliey. It will aim to publish truth-
fully and accurately both sides of all
quertions of word wide interest.

“A feature of the management of
the paper will be a committee called
the international advisory editorial
board. On this board will be a repre-
sentative or representatives from ov-
ery country in the world, As the list
is not completed I shall not mention
