An Interesting lecture was delivered 
in the Natural History Society last 
evening on the “Science and Art of 
Town Planning,” by W. F. Burdttt.

The speaker made many suggestions 
whereby the city could be made more 
beautiful, and the congestion in cer­
tain sections relieved by proper atten­
tion being paid to the planning or lay­
ing out of the different streets.

The remarks of the lecturer were 
illustrated by lantern elides, showing 
views of the conditions in other cities, 
each particular slide demonstrating 
the views of the speaker.

Mr. Burditt laid stress on the great 
importance of proper town planning, 
and to elucidate hls remarks made 
reference to several cities which had 
been Improperly laid out and which 
were now spending many thousands of 
dollars on Improvements In this re­
spect.

He condemned the Idea of cities be­
ing divided into squares and the 
streets running at right angles to one 
another, illustrating by lantern slides 
besides marring the beauty 
it tended to Interfere with

Hon. J. D. Hazen, Minister of Ma­
rine and Fisheries, rose at 12.40 to 
give his authority as to the compara­
tive cost of British and American 
ships.
