Washington, April 25.—8ecretary
Bryan is not expected to spend more
than a week at Sacramento conferring
with Governor Johnson and the State
legislators over the proposed anti-
plien land Jaws, From semi-official
sources today it was said that Mr,
Bryan expected to present the views
of President Wilson, and do all that
was possible to remove friction be,
tween the United States and Japan
over the particular legislation in
time to be back to Washington on May
ath.

In officidl circles today it was sug-
gested that the energy with which
Japan had protested against the enact.
ment of the pending alien land hold
ing legislation in California, had serv-
ed to obscure the fact that many
Chinese would be affected by such
jaws, though not in proportion to the
Japanese residents.

m Peking, as well as the Issue of
the negotiations between America and
Japan regarding the question of alien
jand ownership.

age the Chinese people by extending
recognition to the infant democracy.

Specific treaty guarantees, it waw
pointed out, would probably give thé
Japanese property owners a decided
advantage over the Chinese in pro-
tecting their rights in the event of
discriminatory legislation. :

According to the
report of the immigration commission
owing to the stoppoge of immigration
the return of many of the Chnese (o
their own country, and the migration
of many others in California to the
east of the United States, their num,
ber in the west had materially de-
creased in the last decade. Even in
1900 there were only 84,000 Chinese
in the whole of continental United
States, about 40,000 of whom resided
in California.

THE BANK ACT
ALMOST BEADY
FOR A REPOAT

New Measure Will Not Provide
for Inspection by va-
ernment.

SYSTEM NOT NEEDED
IN CANADIAN BANKS.

Audit of Accounts Will Meet
Views of Those Who Favor
External Audit — Other
Changes Suggested.

Ottawa, April 25.—The Bank Act
will probably be reported back to the
house by the standing Committee on
Banking and Commerce within a week.
The consideration of the bill by the
committee has been exhaustive. The
new bank act has been viewed and re-
viewed from every angle and some sug-
gestions have been made which will
likely be embodied in part in the bill
before its final adoption by parliament.

Expert witnesses called by the com-
mittee have not supported the demand
for government inspection of banks, in
view of the character of the Canadian
banking system and the difference be.
tween it and banking in. countries
wheré government inspection has been
attempted.

The suggestion was made by H. C.
McLeod, former general manager of
the Bank of Nova Scotia, that in the
interests of the shareholders and pub-
iic there should be some system of
check in regard to the qualifications
It would work out
somewhat in this way, the bank man.

that list whuld be’checked over by the
Minister of Finance gnd from the list

as finally approved the shareholders

would make their selections. The adop-
tion of such a method would, it is
stated, be satisfactory to the house.
