United States Will Make Use
of Many German and

One Million Tons Will be Pro-
duced in November and De-
cember, and Half Million a
Month Thereafter.

New York, Nov, 16.—The govern-
ment intends to return to this coun-
try speedily a large part of the Am-
erican Expeditionary Forces, Edward
N. Hurley, chairman fo the United
States Shipping Board, announced
here. tonight on the eve of his de-
parture for Europe to arrfmge the de-
tails of their transportation.

To offset the loss of transport ton-
nage through the withdrawal of Brit-
ish ships hitherto engaged in carrying
American soldiers overseas, Mr. Hur-
ley hopes to utilize 256 or 30German
a nd Austrian liners with accommoda-
tions for 4,000 men each. In compen-
sation for the “loan” of these vessels,
he said, food woud be sent to the neo
ple of Central Europe on their return
voyages,

Mr. Hurley said the shipping board
would be able to bring troops back at
the rate of 800,000 a month, “if the
war department wants them returned
as fast as that."”

PAPER COSTS
EXPLAINED

Gov't Accountant Says His
Figure Was Based on Stories
Told by Manufactyrers—
Excessive Profits Shown.

Ottawa, Nov. 15.—A day’s fight by
paper mill counsel against the examin-
ation of Government Accountant G. T.
Clarkson, in the newsprint appeal case
came to an end this morning, when
the paper control tribunal permitted
newspaper counsel to call him. A fea-
ture of his evidence was his announce-
ment that Commissioner Pringle since
fixing the price of newsprint in Sep-
tember, has ordered him to further ex-
amine costs in six paper mills, follow-
ing the lines laid down in the newspa-
per questionnaire of September. Equal-
ly important was his declaration that
the costs which he presented before
Mr. Pringle had to be based, in part,
upon arbitrary values for stumpage,
sinkage, etc., and upon such deprecia-
tion as the books of the companies
d. "

The report prepared fof Mr: Olark-
som by his assistant, W. D. Tayler,
shows that the Laurentide’s cost per
ton ranged as low as $38.48 plus $1.11
selling cost, in July, om a stumpage
basis of $2, up to only $46.60 in Sep-
tember, though the latter figure is
based on the company’s own methods
of compilation and includes $1.16 due
to changing the method of charging
for depreciation. This action was tak-
en by the companies in September.

IN NICK OF TIME

More ‘Than a Million Men

London, Nov. 15.-—The military aw
thorities now publicly reveal how
near disaster the German army was
when the ‘armistice was signed. it
was estimated that only three days
separated the enemy from complete
collapse. Foch had prepared another
great attack east of the Meuse which
would have been the coup de grace,
Even without this after three more
days of fighting the German army

would have proken in two.

The Franco-British wedge of the
last days made such progress that
not only some seventy divisions of
Prince Rupprecht’s command were
compelled to retreat but sixty odd dis
visions of the German Crown Prince
had also to plunge through the same
gap mensuring about eight miles be
tween Holland and the . Allied line
north of Rethel. Thg quick removal
of even one of these armies through
this gap was an impossible task. The
confusion was so great behind the
German lines that the ememy armis-
tice delegation pleaded to be allowed
time to remove some of the conges-
tion before beginning evacuation.

Despite the five days allowed the
German communications the great
muddlg in withdrawal may still cause
the Allies trouble. Revolutionary
councils have been instituted in the
German army and some elements
even talk of further resistance.

In view that either side may termi-
nate the armistice in 48 hours, the
Allied demoblilization cannot begin for
some time. The German retreat was
being carried out by the defeated de-
moralized troops at the same time as
the revolution in their country, and
it discipline cracks it is difficult te
tell what may happen. Foch has al
ready been compelled to call the Ger
man high command’s attention to the
acts of violence against inhabitants
and he has threatened with flerce
firmness that if these acts do not
cease within a very short period the
Allied high command will be oblighd
to take steps to end them.

Full discipline is being maintained
in the British army, Bonar Law stat-
ed to the parliament, although the
armistice has been signed the death
penalty of the British army has not
been abolished.
