ARMAMENT NEGOTIATIONS TO

BE CONDUCTED

IN-SECLUSION

OF THE COMMITTEE ROO

“Big Five" Deem It Inexpedient to Givé Publicity to Work
of Negotiators~—One Committee to Work Out Solution
of Far Eastern Problems, Another Takes Over Limita-
tion of Armament Problems—Meetings Behind Closed

Doors.

Washington, Nov. 14—The real

work of the armament negotia-

tions was trensferred today from the open Conference to the more
secluded precincts of the Comumittee Toom,

After a debate, which developed widely separated views on the
advieability of giving publicity to the megotiations, the big five, com-
prising the chief delegates of the United States, Great Britiain, Fmance,
Naly and Japan, wuhd on the cogumittee plan as the only acceptable

solution.

Committees Named.

To one committee, whose member-
ship will be identical with that of the
full conference itself, was assigned
the task of working out a solution for
the Far Bastern questions. Agpother,
composed of all the delegates of the
five great powers, was created to take
over the mnegotiations on the min
topic of armaments limitation. Since
only the delegates of the five powers
are qualified to act on armament lim!-
tation in the conference, the reault in
each case will be to resolyg the dele-
gates into'a “committee of tho whole.”

Although 1o ‘official would make a
prediction, priot to the sssembling, of
the new “committees,” the presump-
tion everywhers tonight was that th
meetings would be held behind closed
doors and that the public would get
a glimpse of the proceedings only
when, in their capacity of committee-
men, the delegates have an important
decision to veport to the confereaa,
as a whole.

Liberty of Expression..

The committée plan was said to
have been agreed to as the most
direct method of attack on the pr-b-
lems before the conference, since it
would permit greater liberty of confl-
dential expression between the repre-
sentatives of the various governments,
and would obviate much of the pro-
cedure that would be mecessary
should the sessions continue entirely
in the open. Another argument used
by those who favored the proposal
was that it would {facilitate. such
modifications of programme as might
become necessary through changes in
the personnel of the various delega-
tions and in the diplomatic situation
generally confronting the conference.

“Re-
turn again to power the heirs of Laur:
ier,” he said, “and you will find that
this railway question will be-settied.”
He admitied that “the railway ques-
tion was one that dominated all other
questions.”

Gouin With Interests

Sir Lomer Gouin speaks for the big
Montreal transportation - - companies
who are using the “Solid Quebec” to
control Canada and wreck the Natfon-
al Railways. While Mr. King is evad.
ing this issue in the other Provinces,
his Quebec masters are making it a
joint issue with comscription in Que
bec. There is no disguise in Quebec.
The National (Railways are winning
out and their competition is proving
serious to their Montreal rivals, and
the plot is to supplant Government
ownership by corporate ownership. Mr,
Malar, Liberal Candidate in West-
mount, is ‘openly advocating this, as
is Mr. Rinfort, candidate in St. James
and editor of the chief Liberal organ
A Liberal victory is a Quebec wvictory
and will spell ruin to the National
Railway system.
