Berlin, Aug. 24.—1It 18 announced in a
despatch from Amoy dated August 24th,
that many more American and British
missions in the neighborhood of Amoy
have recently beén looted and burned by
mohs and that last night a Japanese
temple was burned. : ;

[The city of Amoy is situated upon the
island of Haimun, at the mouth of the
Pei Chi or Dragon river,and is one of the
five points opened to forecign trade before
the ratification of the treaty of Tien Tsin.
The Portuguese went there in 1544, but in

natives the Chinese authorities expelled
‘them and burned thirteen of their ves-'
sels. ‘The city has a population of about
300,000 sou's and the harbor is one of the
best on the coast. Direct communication
with Manila and the Straits scttlements is
maintained and there is a regular steamer
‘ecommunication’ with Hong Kong, Swatow,
and Foo Chow. The island of Kulangsu
ia ‘about a third of a mile from Amoy and
the residence of nearly all the foreigners
are to be found there.

Royal Canadian Regiment to Return.
