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A DISGRACEFUL Row.—On Sunday 
afternoon last the attention of Chief 
Constable Corry was drawn, through 
his own observation, to certain eircume 
stances which he thought might toad to 
a disturbance of the peace,whereupon 
he left his house, as he considered him- 
self in duty bound to do by virtue of 
his office, and proceeded to the Main 
street, in order to see and observe what 
might follow the symptoms he had first 
noticed. Standing a few minutes, as he 
says, at the corner opposite the Market 
Square, he was attracted by the noise to 
the Allan House, where he saw a young 
man named John Brennan, who he said 
had been drinking, having an altercation 
to make with one of the proprietors, Mr. 
Jordan, and threatening personal violen­
ce. Going in, he attempted to get the 
young man out, but on his refusing to 
to go, arrested him, whereupon he as- 
serts Brennan struck and clinched him 
and successfully resisted all his efforts 
to take him into custody. He called on 
some of the by-standers for aid, but thia 
was very inadequately rendered: in fact 
he says that a majority of the crowd 
were in sympathy with the defendant, 
and by their actions one way and an­
other paralyzed his utmost efforts to ef­
fect a practical arrest—his evidence at 
the ensuing examination particularly 
mentioning Peter Brennan, brother of 
John, as instrumental in resisting him in 
the discharge of his duty. The affair 
lasted about an hour and a half and end­
ed in the arrest not being carried into 
effect. The following Wednesday, on a 
complaint preferred by Mr. Corry, John 
Brennan, for resisting arrest, and un­
lawfully assaulting the Chief Constable 
in the discharge of his duty ; and Peter 
Brennan, for preventing arrest and as­
saulting him on duty, were brought up 
for examination before His Worship 
the Mayor, assisted by Chas. Rice, Esq., 
J. P., Mr. E. G. Malloch, County At­
torney. acting for Mr. Corry, and Mr. 
W. H. Radonhurst for the defendants. 
After hearing the evidence of Mr. 
Corry and his witnesses—it not being 
allowable in cases of mere examination 
to admit evidence on behalf of the defen­
dants—both young men were sent up 
for trial at the next General Sessions, to 
be held here 9th June next—they 
readily finding bail for their appear­
ance.

As the trial is yet to come off and 
only one part of the evidence yet educed, 
it would be obviously unfair for us to 
say anything that would tend to preju­
dice the case, one way or the other and 
we therefore forbear commenting on the 
conduct of the different parties altogether 
as the law will doubtless give every man 
his due. But there is something else to 
be considered. People now see plainly 
that in the event of a disturbance of 
this kind in town, the police force as at 
present constituted is wholly inadequate 
to meet the opposition that may be op­
posed to it. If an illegal arrest is made, 
or the Chief Constable exceeds his 
duty, the remedy is plain and simple; 
but rightly or wrongly, when he once 
makes an arrest, the authorities 
should provide him with sufficient force 
and assistance to carry it into effect— 
otherwise the office of Chief Constables 
will prove a sham, and our by-laws be­
come a dead letter. Ward constables, 
and plenty of them, armed to the teeth, 
if necessary, should be appointed, and 
assurance guaranteed that the authori­
ties have the supreme power of ruling 
and governing the town ia their hands. 
And then let our officials be judged by 
their action, only let them fear nothing 
only their own wrong doings—Perth 
Courier.

INCIDENTS.
Cats were found safe and sound in

$ a coffin marked John Kyle, placed in 
one of the aisles, crouched a beautiful 
young girl, who swayed her body 
monotonously backward and forward 
over the closed lid and repeated over 
and over again the single expression : 
"O father, father, father, what a story 
we have this morning, what a story we 
have this morning I"

Another girl, her sister, partly eat 
and partly lay on the steps outside, at 
one time holding her little brother to 
her breast and at another reproaching 
him with the words, “O Johnny, how 
could you see your father drown, how 
could you see your father drown ?" 
The little fellow was about nine years 
old, and had run along the shore as bis 
father was swept away, but had. of 
course, been unable to render him any 
aid.

George Roberts is about fourteen 
years old. He was at home in Williams- 
burg with his father, mother, and two 
sisters when the house was struck. 
They had absolutely no premonition of 
danger, not having heeded the warning 
noise of the waters or the cries of those 
who were seeking to spread the alarm. 
The house was caught and whirled 
around at the first stroke. George does 
not think that a single word was spoken 
by any one. They all remained stand­
ing on the floor until the water flooded 
in through the door and the windows, 
when bis father caught up bis youngest 
sister, and the whole family succeeded 
io scrambling up-stairs. While io the 
upper story they sailed about a quarter 
of a mile. All the time the house was 
battered and beaten by floating timbers. 
George had run into a room of the house 
which happened to be up-stream at the 
time in order to look out of a window, 
when, with s crash, the house broke in 
two parts. What become of the rest of 
the family he did not then know. He 
was imprisoned by himself in one part 
of the house, which was whirled around 
and around until it struck a tree and 
was itself broken. He clung to the 
broken clap-boards of one of the pieces 
till be was borne against the branches 
of a tree, which be instinctively grasped 
and held on to with desperation. On 
looking about him, however, be found 
be was withie a few feet of a steep bank, 
to which he swam with some difficulty, 
being at one time, as be thought, io 
great danger of being carried out into 
the torrent. While he was in the water 
his head was badly bruised by a floating 
board, but he was not rendered uneon- 
scious. All the rest of the family were 
lost.

villages; several persons warned by the 
rushing noise, and by a man who, mount­
ed on a good horse, is just able to keep 
ahead of the following wave, make good 
their escape, but a vast number, probably 
nearly 150, are caught in the stream, 
and to be caught is death. The flood, 
of course, subsides almost as rapidly as 
it arose; but what a change it has 
wrought on that busy and smiling valley!

THE NORTH WEST COMMITTEE. 

Some very interesting is evidence crop- 
ping before this Committee; end we a last 
get to the bottom of the grounds upon 
which it has been said that the late 
Government promised the amnesty. 
The early evidence and document* tend 
ed pro tanks to contradict this preten­
sion, especially we may remark the letter 
of the Archbishop, written from Red 
River the day after he had promised 
amnesty, and which proved conclusively 
that he was aware that he did so 
without official authority. But we now 
find that though there is no evidence of 
any such official engagement, there is 
very strong reason for supposing that 
the men in office pledged their personal 
honour to accomplish it. This results 
from the evidence, especially of Major 
Futvoye, Lieutenant Governor Archi­
bald, and Senator Girard, but especially 
of Sir John Macdonald himself. Major 
Futvoye was, as we all know, Sir Geo. 
Cartier’s Deputy Minister of Militia, as 
lie had been his Deputy Attorney 
General under the system which prevail- 
ed before Confederation. He is also well 
known to have been a strong personal 
friend of the late Baronet. His state­
ments made before the Committe, as 
they arc represented in the scraps of 
of evidence which leak out from the 
closed doors, leave nothing io doubt on 
the subject. Major Futvoye declares 
that at a time when Sir John A. Mac- 
donald was sick, when Sir George Car- 
tier was. therefore, Premier under cir­
cumstances which made it improbable 
that he would ever be replaced by his 
colleague, Sir George told Father Ritch- 
ot who was pressing for the amnesty, 
that he should have all he asked. Father 
Ritchot subsequently expressed himself 
thorougly satisfied. and sent the assur­
ance of his contentment to Sir G. Car­
tier by Major Futvoye. He seems on 
reflection however, to have concluded 
that a matter of this importance should 
have been put into writing, and there is 
a reason to suppose that it was the 
very promise to which he referred in the 
the letter, read during the debate on 
this Riel matter, containing the demand 
for a written assurance that his desire 
had been granted. Subsequently Sir 
George told Major Futvoye repeatedly 
that he had promised a general amnesty, 
and employed him to draw up a. confi­
dential memorandum to be submitted to 
the Governor General. It should how­
ever be remembered that this conversa­
tion with Father Ritchot must have been 
before the murder of Scott, and that 
this event, doubtless, placed obstacles in 
Sir George Cartier’s way. But it is 
plain that he was quite willing to under­
take in private that which, with all his 
alleged courage and tenacity, he dared 
not put into shape as would permit of 
its being brought up against him. Sir G. 
Cartier's words, as reported by Mr. Gir­
ard. may admit of certain glosses as the 
expressions, so far as we have heard, are 
at present of a somewhat general charac 
ter. It is certain that Mr. Girard re­
peatedly pressed Sir George o n the subject 
of indemnity and that Sir G. promised 
that the metis should have everything 
they asked; but words admit of such 
varied interpretations, that it would not 
be fair too argue to much from the re 
ported expressions, unless they could 
be given with great exactness, or unless 
we knew the form of the particular re- / 
quest to which the general reply was 
given. Something of this may still be 
forthcoming, inasmuch as Mr. Girard 
believes that he can produce Sir George 
E. Cartier’s letters. We do not learn at 
what date this correspondence took place 
and whether before or after the murder 
of Scott which is one of the most interest
