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daring to difcover much of my uneafinefs,
left it fhould provoke them to commit the
like outrage upon the reft: but could have
been glad they had kept out of fight till we
had been gone from the houfe.

The Indians having now killed two of my
children, the next thing they did was to fcalp
them; a practice common with them when-
ever they kill any Englifh people. This they -
. do by cutting off the fkin from the crown of-
the head; which they take with them as an_
evidence of the number they have {lain. And
it has been currently reported, that the French,
in their wars with the Englifh, have given the
Indians a pecuniary reward for every fcalp
they brought to them. :

This being done, they prepared to leave
the hodfe in great hafte, without committing
any other violence than taking what they had-
packed up, together with myfelf and little
babe fourteen days old, my little boy of fix
years, one daughter about fixteen, another
about-fourteen, and my maid-fervant. -

- It was now, as I faid before, but fourteen -
days fince my lying-in; and being very ten-:
der and weakly, and turned out from a warm
room, with every thing fuitable to my circum-
ftances, it increafed the feverity of the hard-.
thips I underwent exceedingly. Neverthelefs-
I found the cafe was fuch, that I muft either
go or die; for I could make no refiftance,
neither would any perfuafions avail:
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
