4nd whereas the further delay involved in the referemce to the
Courte proposed in the amendment will intensify a sitoation which is rap~
idly becoming unbearable, creating disappointment and confusion in meny
eongregations and will embarrass the administrative, edccational and
missionary work of the Charches.

Moreover we cannot conceive that the Bill fails to make just and
generons provision for the rights of any non-concurring minorities and
that it does not suffieiently safeguard the administration of trusts.

Therefore we feel oonltruinod‘to affirm oar onalterable convietion
that the amendment to the preamble eannot be agcepted as fulfilling the
daty of Parlisment :5 the Charches, petitioming for the incorporatiom
in the United Charch of Canmada, and we hereby rccord our belief that by
granting the simple meascre of justice which we request onr countrj ma;

be saved from prolonged religious chao@ and confusion.

Moved by Kussel Troloavpplzsq. seconded by Rev. C. D. Draper, that the

report of Committee on Chaurch Uniom be sdopted.
