In the matter of the original bearing trees 
referred to it would be helpful if the Indians woul, show 
where th se are, if they are still in existence, in order 
that they mi,dit be examined later on by Mr. Sohjelderup 
when In the vicinity and he could give us his views as 
to whether they are the original bearing trees or not.
