FROM SUNSCALD

This form of damage is vefy common
in some localities, so common, in faet,
that a tree which escapes it is a rarity.

During
the warm afternoons the sun, reflected
from the snow -against the south-west
side of the tree trunks, becomes very
warm. The trunks are thoroughly warm-
ed on that side.

Then various kinds of
fungi get,in and the damage which begins
by freezing and thawing ends with spread
of canker and other troubles aboul the
trunk of the tree. The best preventives of
sunscald are low heads and veneer and
paper cylinder protectors. High-ﬂeaded
trees, which are of doubtful value any-
where, are undesirable in places where
sunscald is bad. The protectors of paper
or wood veneer recommended above for
mice and rabbits will also give practical
immunity from sunscald. This trouble is
a very serious one. It is not uncommon
to find young orchards ruined by it. In
sections where this trouble is prevalent
great pains should be taken to protect
young orchards from it. For the benefit
of the fruit growers, the Fruit Growers’
Association has secured a number of
veneers and will fill orders for them at

To remedy this, it is first of all
necessary to break down what appears to
be a sort of traditional prejudice against
the use of such fish. But many house-
wives are very hazy as to the seasons in
which the several varieties of edible fish
can be obtained most cheaply. These
will vary somewhat with different com-
munities, and with different seasons, so
that only approximations can be arrived
at. However, through the courtesy of the
fish dealer already referred to, the follow-
ing approximations for Central Canada
are presented. These may easily be veri-
fied or corrected as circumstances and
conditions may require :

The Dahra,
2,127 tons, gross, sailed from port Talbot,
Wales, on October 7 for Tunis, The Cal-
vados is not mentioned in maritime re-
cords. )

German submarines have penetrated
the Straits of Gibraltar previously during
the war. This was first accomplished
successfully when Captain Hersing made
his now famous trip with the U-51 from
Germany to the Dardanelles last spring.
In September some merchantmen and
transports were sunk in the Mediterran-
ean by submarines, but recently little has
been heard of their actiivities.
