Paid 20 Per Cent in Dividend and
Bonus While Strengthening
Position

NEW YORK, Aug. 21.—The fore-
sight of English shipping companies
in enlarging their fleets out of cur-
rent earnings ig illustrated by the

policy of Furness, Withy & Company, ,

Limited, one of the largest compan-
ies in England, with limers to New
York, Boston, Newport News, Balti-
more, Philadelphia, Norfolk and Can-
adian ports, as wel] as to ports in the
Medgiterranean. The annual report
of this company, which has just been
made public, revealg that while five
ships were lost as the result of the
war in the year ended April 30, four-
teen ships were added to the com-
pany’s fleet. At the same time orders
for the construction of fourteen addi-
tional ships were placed. ,

This company, moreover, which
held a half interest in the Johnson
Line, operajing between Liverpool
and Baltimore, purchased the remain-
ing hajf interest on an option of long
standing. The directors of Furness,
Withy & Co. jt was brought out at the
annual meeting, are committed to the
policy of constantly buying tonnage
as it is available.

The extension programme was
made possible by a very prosperous
year in which the various sharehold-
ers received a bonus of ten per cent.
on their shares, as well as the regular
ten per cent. dividend, all free of
income tax. Im addition to the regu-
lar depreciation fund of $1,750,000,
moreover, the company increased its
traders’ contingencies fund by $1,500,-
000, bringing this fund up to $2,500,-
000. The balance sheet of April 30,
shows that the company’s liquid as-
sets were nearly double the liabilities.
The excess of liquid assets over liquid
liabilities was nearly $5,000,000, com-
pared with less than $1,000,000 on
April 30, 1915.

“NORMAL” BLOOD

SERUM IS USED

For Rendering Children Immune
To Infantile Paralysis

NEW YORK, Aug. 19.—Famly physi-
cians were advised to-day by Dr.
Abraham Zingher, of Willard-Parker
Hospital, to try the use of ‘“normal”
blood serum obtained from parents
as a method of rendering their child-
ren immune to infantile paralysis.
Many cases of this disease have been
treated in Willard-Parker Hospital
during the present epidemic.

The theory on which Dr. Zingher
and his assistants are working is
that the blood of the normal adult¥
contains the anti-bodies which neu-
tralize the virus of poliomyelitis, or
infantile paralysis. Some physicians
believe the presence‘ot these anti-bod-
jes is due to the fact that the par-
ents have had the disease in an un-
recognized form. It is stated that, if
the theory of the anti-bodies is cor-
rect, the blood serum treatment may
prove as effecting in preventing in-
fantile paralysis as vaccination is in
preventing typhoid.

“The treatment is entirely harm-
less and the experiment is worth trv

| ing,” said Dr. Zingher.
