BRITISH PARLIAMENT

(Continued from Page 1)

crowds assembled along the route to
witness the procession, which was
carried out in ideal weather.

In the House of Lords the scene
was a picturesque one as their Ma-
jesties surrounded by other members
of the Royal Family, and by peers
and peeresses, in their state robes,
and wearing rich jewels, ascended the
throne, from which the King read his
speech outlining the government's
program for the session.

Only a few privileged strangers
were admitted to the house, and
those included, besides members of
the House of Commons, most of the
foreign diplomatic corps.

Larger Crowd There

The opening ot the House of
Commons to-day for the sessiéon of
1914, found an unusually large num-
ber of members gathered at the doors
waiting to make a dash into the cham-
ber to secure seats for the mqmen-
tous initial debate on the address in
reply to the King’s speech from the
Throne, in which the question of
Home Rule for Ireland occupies the
leading position.
The doors were thrown open only
at 8 o’clock this morning, instead of
at midnight, as is usually the case.
Among the earliest to arrive werz
batches of Ulster Unionists and of
their bitter opponents, the Irish Na-
tionalists, and these for the first day
at least were able to capture promin-
ent places in the House.
The police and soldiers, whose du-
ties on these occasions herétofore
have been largely perfunctory, wére
on the alert to-day, when they car-
ried out their tasks of searching the
vaults which has been done on the
opening day of the session ever since
the discovery of the “Gunpowder
Plot” of Guy IFawkes. The yeomen
of the guard, in their picturesque old
time uniforms were accompanied by
the chief inspectors of the Metropoli-
tan police, who' discarded the ancient
lanterns generally carried,” and re-
placed them by modern electric
torches so as to make sure that no
hidden militant suffragette should
outwit them.

Memorial, to Unionists.

MONTREAL, Feb. 10.—The Gaz-
Jette’s London correspondent cables:
On the eve of the parliamentary ses-
sin The Morning Post publishes for
the first time the memorial addressed
to the Unionist leaders last year,
dealing with the subject of tariff re-
form. The memorandum was Signed
‘by all but 5 of the Unionists in parlia-
ment, after the Albert Hall meeting
at which Lord Lansdowne referred
to Mr. Balfour’s offer of a referen-
dum on the fiscal question, made two
years previously, as having been de-
rided by ministers and not accepted
by the country.

The memorandum expresses the ad-
herence of the signatories to the
principle of imperial preference, and
states that if the Unionist party
returned to power they ought to
put the principle in effect in every
respect in which the
new duties on food stuffs would not
be required. It points out that in
Bonar Law’s speech, made at Ash-
ton, it was laid down that before any
duty could be imposed- on foreign
corn or other food stuffs, with a view
of giving a prefetence to the colonies
it would be necessary to summon a
conference with the colonies to as-
certain the exact situation relative
to the advantage that would accrue
to the United Kingdom and to them.
The question agitating the party was
whether in the event of such imposi-
tion of duties being deemed desirable
the proposal should be considered by
parliament, or first submitted ‘o the
electors. The signatories than urged
Bonar Law to retain the leadership
of the party in the House of Cim-
mons, which, at that time, he talked
of resigning.

The Morning Post describes the
memorandum as a ‘formal compact
between the leaders and the rank and
file, the meaning of which cannot bi
misunderstood by the most indifler-
ent elector or distorted hy the most
malignant opponent.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS
ANY PERSON who is the sole head of a

family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestéead a quarter section of avall-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Saskat-
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District.
Bntry by proxy may be made at any
agency on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.
Duties—Sia months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three

years. A homesteader may live within
sine mtles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu
pied by him or by his father, motber, son,
daughter, brother or sister. '
“In cerrain districts a homesteader In
good "standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon
the homestead or pré-emption six months
in each of six years from date of home:
stead entry (including the time required
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate
50 acres extra. -

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right, and cannet obtain a pre-

stead in certain districts, price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.00.
