IS VERY LATE

Ten Days to Two Weeks Be-
hind in Ontario.

———

Seed Bed is Fine—Fall
Wheat Average.

The following {s a summary of the
May Crop Bulletin prefired by the
Utatiatios and Publications Branch of
%he Ontario Department of Agricul-
ture, based upon information furnish-
ed by a staff <& eal:out a thousand
correspondents under date of Ay 22:

Vegetation is estimated as being
from ten days to two weeks behind
the average.

Most of the live stock were on the
grass by the hthird week of May, but
in many Imstances there was not
enough pasture to satisty, as growth
Bad been slow on account of the ra-
ther cool spring.

Spring sow.ng vwWs being rushed as
correspondents wrote, the weather
then *oeing 'bright 'and open In
some favored localities all spring
graine were in and corn and roots
were being panted, bult the majority
'‘were not so far on. The seed bed,
generally speaking, was never in bet-
der condition. Opinions are greatly
d.vided ae to the likelihood of an in-
crease in the lacreage of spring crops.
Yess spring wheat and more oats,
corn and sugar beets are reported by
wome. A number of correspondents
#tate that more land 'will be pestured
than formerly.

Fall wheat, which came through
the winter In excellent form, récelv-
ed momewhat of a setback by the raw
epring westher, but is expected to
have at least an ‘average yield. The
acresge is about ten per cent. greater
than last year.

Clover has not done o well as
winter wheat. The mid-summer
drouth last year whs very trylng to
the wvrop, and it suffered n places
drom spring heaving

Alfalfa has done relatively better
than clover.

Sweet clover §s rapidly coming into
favor, being in good demand Loth Tor
fodder and for Beed

Fruit trees where well kept are
blossoming ‘profusely as a rule Some
raspberries and ®ihipes ‘have ‘been
more or*legs put back by frost, but
small fruits generally are expected to
fbe generous in yleld :f the weather
cvontinues favorable.

Fodder supplies have been great-
ly drewn on, on account of the cold
winter and the lateness of spring pas-
dure. Hay 'is scarce, and gihin ccare-
er; many farmers had to buy north-
weatern oats for feed. The good
puality and darge supply of corn en-
silage was the main factor in saving
the situation.

Many (farmere have exchianged
work and are using 'mproved ma-
whinery, as heip has heen <o hard to
procuve. “We do what we can our-
sdlvee and let tho rest go,” lea fre
quent expresston of those reporting.

IN SHIP'S HOLD

Cut Way Out of Blazing
Vessel at N. Y.

Rescuers From Within
Nearly Perish.

New York report: Trapped in a
blazing hold of the burning steamer
Powhattan at the Morse drydocks,
Brooklyn, several men, driven into a
corper by the onrushing sroke and
flame wall, cut their way through the
steel plates of the ship, while fire-
men and companions of the the trap-
ped men were dropped like flies in

the heavy smoke trying 10 rescue
th fonm etthin
Led by Lieut. William Van Loan,

five L€ juught weiwr way down
the smoke-choked hatchway toward
the refrigerating plant, where several
men were trapped. They were near-
ing their goal when struck by a ter-
rific back dranght. All fell uncon
sclous. The message of trouble among
the rescuers was wig-wagged to the
firemen outside by the actions of the
line of hose that had gone “wiid."”
Deputy Chief John J. O'Hara sum-
moned several firemen and crawled
into the inferno, and after a struggle
against the terrific heat, managed to
drag the unconsclous men out.

In the meantime more than 100
workmen, who had been at work
above, where the fire burst out,
fought their way to safety. Those
on the outside could hear the cries

SINN FEIN SEIZE
MACHINE GUNS

Surprise Soldiers Guarding
Dublin Building.

Hook Lighthouse at Water-
ford Raided.

Dublin cable say Twelve soldiers,
comprising the guard of a publie
puilding here, wer: surprised this
afternoon by a par of armed men,
who took away ther arms and ammu-
ntion and two ma hine guns

I'he raiding pariy consisted of ftifty
me ind the bui ling attacked was
the office of the 1 yistry of deeds, &
Government depar! nent which records
titles to land The raiders were arms
ed with revolvers, and first disposed of
the soldiers on guard, whom they com-
pelled to surreuder toeir rifles and
equipment Nobody was allowed to
leave the huilding until the raiders had
accomplished their purpose and de-
parted

This was the first daylight raid Ia
Dublin on a Government building.

The Hook lighthouse at the entrance
to Waterford harbor was raided Mon-
day night by masked and armed men.
They carried away the delonators and
rockets.

REPUBLICANS POLICE ELRCTION.

Mu!lingar, Ireland, June .—Mem-
bers of the Irish Republican army in
this vicinity constituted themselves
guardians of the peace at the local
elections, commandeered the county
hall “in the name of the Irish Repus-
lie,” and converted it into a temporary
barracks. These guards assumed po-
lice duty and arrested a number of
rloters and jailed them in the guand-
room of the county ball.
