Tughey,

Who is Serving a 20 Yeér Sentence
For Attempting the Life of
Judge Houston,

The following is the form of the petition,
the circulation of which - was begun to-day,
asking for the release of John Tughey from
the Kingston penitentiary. Thomas Brady
and Dr. Hall are chiefly interesting them-
gelves on his behalf:

To His Excellency the Earl of Minto,
Governor General of Canada:

Whereas one John Tughey was committ-
ed for trial on May 3cd, 1898, charged with
shooting with intent on the 2nd day of
May, 1898, at M. Houston, Esq., and on
the 11th day of May, 1598, the said Tugh-
ey was tried and féund guilty and sentenced
for 20 years with hard labor in the provin-
cial penitentiary at Kingston

And whereas the crime with which he
was charged was committed while in a state
of intoxication.

And whereas the said John Tughey is
now ill, suffering very severely from an
affection of the lungs from which his chances
of recovery are slight if he remains where
he now is, and he haviog been imprisoned
from the second day of May, 1898. Justice
will not be defeated, but tempered with
mercy by his release.

Now, therefore, we, the undersigned
petitioners, humbly request Your Excel-
lency to pardon the said Jobn Tughey and
release him from prisen, and your petition-
ers will ever pray.

Clair
street, h#s a metal tomahawk W hich
he plowed up when & boy on the farm
of his father, WmJ Dolsen. This pro-
periy is four miles down the river, is
known as the Doisenn Homestead, and
now helongs to Orville,  Tha Indian
relic was uneanthed i the field next
the raiiroad and at the time of itsl dis-
covery had a handle with a metal
mout hipiece. The blumt end of the
tomahawk had been usedf] or' a pipe.
Mr, Dolsen, however, has a still more
interesting relic in the shape of a
highly polished walking stick, with a
deer's horn handle. The cane was
carved by Mr, Dolsen’s father when he
was courting Orville's mother, who
was a sister of the late Israel Evans,
As Mr. Dolsem, jr. , bad- a siter 70
years old, the cand ia of considerable
age. Mr. Dolsen, sr, presented the
cane o his brother-in-law, who prized
it highly. He always told Orville that
he should have it, and on Mr. Evans'
death, the cane was send to Mr. Dol-
sen. Am interesting point about the
cane is that the deer whick furnished
the horn handle for the cane was shot
by Wm, Dolsen, neair the Rankin
house, on King street.
