
It is therefore necessary to seek a higher 
and more reliable reason for obedience, 
and to say explicitly that legal severity 
cannot be efficacious unless men are led 
on by duty, and moved by the salutary 
fear of God. But this is what religion 
can best ask of them, religion which by 
its power enters into the souls and bends 
the very wills of men, causing them not 
only to render obedience to their rulers, 
but also to show their affection and good 
will, which is in every society of men the 
best guardian of safety.

For this the Roman Pontiffs are to be 
regarded as having greatly served the pub­
lic good, for they have endeavored to break 
the turbulent and restless spirit of innova­
tors, and have often warned men of the, 
danger they are to civil society. In this 
respect we may worthily recall to mind the 
declaration of Clement VII. to Ferdinand,
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reason in such a way that they must ap­
pear to be altogether right and true, even 
to those who follow reason for their sole 
guide. And indeed nature, or rather 
God who is tile author of nature, wills 
that man should live in a civil society; 
and this is clearly shown both by the fa­
culty of language, the greatest medium 
of intercourse, and by numerous innate 
desires of the mind, and the many neces-

form of imperial government which we. 
have sketched, she studied how to instil i 
it into the minds of the peoples, who i 
were bound, as soon as they had em­
braced the Christian institutions, to be , 
desirous of bringing their lives into con­
formity with them. Therefore the pas­
tors of souls, after the example of the 
Apostle Paul, were accustomed to teach 
the people with the utmost care and dili­
gence “to be subject to princes and pow­
ers, to obey at a word,” and to pray God 
for all men and particularly “for kings 
and all that are in a high station; for 
this is good and acceptable in the sight 
of God our Saviour." And the Chris­
tians of old left the most striking proofs 
of this; for when they were harassed in a 
very unjust and cruel way by pagan em­
perors, they nevertheless at no time 
omitted to conduct themselves obedient­
ly and submissively; so that, in fact, they 
seemed to vie with each other, those in 
cruelty, and these in obedience. This 
great modesty, this fixed determination 
to obey, was so well known that it could 
not be obscured by the calumny and 
malice of enemies. On this account those 
who were going to plead in public before 
the emperors for any persons bearing the 
Christian name, proved by this argument 
especially that it was unjust to enact 
laws against the Christians, because they 
were in the sight of all men exemplary 
in bearing according to the laws. Athen- 
agoras thus confidently addresses Marcus 
Aurelius Antoninus and Lucius Aurelius 
Commodus, his son : “You allow us, who 
commit no evil, yea, who demean our­
selves the most piously and justly of all 
towards God and likewise towards your 
Government, to be driven about, plun­
dered and exiled." In like manner, Ter- 
tullian openly praises the Christians be­
cause they were always the best and sur­
est friends of all to the Empire : “The 
Christian is the enemy of no one, much 
less of the Emperor, whom he knows to 
be appointed by God,, and whom he 
must, of necessity, love, reverence and 
honor, and wish to be preserved with the 
whole Roman Empire." Nor did he

society can neither exist nor be conceived 
in which there is no one to govern the 
wills of individuals, in such a way as to 
make, as it were, one will out of many, 
and to impel them rightly and orderly to
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CheapThe lung-continued and moat bitter 
war waged against the divine authority of 
the Church has reached that pitch whither 
it was tending ; namely, to the common 
danger of human society, and especially 
of the civil power on which the public 
safety chiefly reposes. And in our own 
times most particularly this result is ap­
parent. For popular passions now reject 
with more boldness than formerly every 
restraint of authority ; and so great is 
the license on all sides, so frequent are 
seditions and tumults, that not only is 
obedience frequently refused to those 
who rule States, but a sufficiently safe 
guarantee of security does not seem to 
have been left to them. For a long time, 
indeed, pains have been taken to render 
rulers the object of contempt and hatred 
to the multitude, and the flames of envy 
thus excited have now burst forth. At­
tempts have been several times made, at 
very short intervals, on the life of sove- 
reign princes, either by secret plots or 
by open attacks. The whole of Europe 
was lately filled with horror at the horri­
ble murder of a most powerful Emperor ; 
and whilst the minds of men are still filled 
with astonishment at the magnitude of 
the crime, abandoned men do not fear to 
publicly utter threats and intimidations 
against other European princes.

These perils to commonwealths, which 
are before Our eyes, fill Us with grave 
anxiety, when We behold the security of 
princes and the tranquility of Empires, 
together with the security of nations, put 
in peril almost from hour to hour. Never­
theless, the Divine power of the Christian 
religion has given birth to excellent prin­
ciples of stability and order for the State, 
while at the same time it has penetrated 
into the customs and institutions of States. 
And of this power not the least nor last 
fruit is a just and wise proportion of mu­
tual rights and duties in both princes and 
peoples. For in the precepts and exam­
ples of Christ Our Lord there is a won­
derful force for restraining in their duty 
as much those who obey as those who 
rule, and for keeping between them the 
agreement which is most according to na­
ture, and that, so to say, concord of wills, 
from which arises a course of administra­
tion which is tranquil and free from all 
disturbance. Wherefore, being, by the 
favor of God, intrusted with the govern­
ment of the Catholic Church, and made 
the Guardian and the Interpreter of the 
doctrines of Christ, We judge that it be­
longs to Our jurisdiction, Venerable Bre­
thren, publicly to set forth that which 
Catholic truth demands of every one in 
this sphere of duty ; from which also it 
is made clear by what way and by what 
means measures may be taken for the 
public safety in so critical a state of af­
fairs.

Although man, when excited by a cer­
tain arrogance and contumacy, has often 
striven to cast aside the reins of author­
ity, he has nevertheless been able to ar­
rive at obeying no one. In every associa­
tion and community of men necessity 
itself compels that some should have the 
pre-eminence ; lest society, deprived of a 
prince or head, by which it is ruled, 
should come to dissolution and be pre­
vented from attaining the end in favor of 
which it was created and instituted. But 
if it was not possible that political power 
should be removed from the midst of 
States, it is certain that men have used 
every art to take away its influence and 
to lessen its majesty, as was especially 
the case in the sixteenth century, when a 
fatal novelty of opinions infstuated so

the common good ; therefore God has 
willed that in a civil society there should 
be some to rule the multitude. And this 
also is a powerful argument, that those 
by whose authority the State is adminis­
tered must be able to compel the citizens 
to obedience, that it is clearly a sin in 
them not to obey. But no man has in 
himself or of himself the power of con­
straining the free will of others by fetters 
of authority of this kind. This power 
resides solely in God, the Creator and 
Legislator of all things ; and it is neces­
sary that those who exercise it should do 
it as having received it from God. “ There 
is one Lawgiver and Judge, who is able 
to destroy and deliver.” And this is 
clearly seen in every kind of power. That 
that which resides in priests comes from 
God is so acknowledged that among all 
nations they are recognized as and called 
the ministers of God. In like manner 
the authority of fathers of families pre­
serves a certain impressed image and form 
of the authority which is in God, “of 
whom all paternity in heaven and earth 
is named.” But in this way different 
kinds of authority have between them 
wonderful resemblances, since whatever 
there is of government and authority, its 
origin is derived from one and the same 
Creator end Lord of the world, who is 
God.

Those who believe civil society to have 
arisen from the free consent of men, 
looking for the origin of its authority 
from the same source, say that each indi­
vidual has given up something of his right 
and that Voluntarily every person has put 
himself into the power of that man in 
whose person the whole of those rights 
has been centrred. But it is a great error 
not to see, what is manifest, that men, 
as they are not a nomad race, have been 
created, without their own free will, for 
a natural community of life ; and besides 
that the agreement which they allege is 
openly à falsehood and a fiction, and has 
no authority to confer on political power 
such great force, dignity and firmness as 
the safety of the State and the common 
good of the citizens require. But then 
only will the princedom have all those 
ornaments and guarantees, when it is un-

King of Bohemia and Hungary: “ In the 
cause of faith your own dignity and advan­
tage and that of other rulers included, since 
the faith cannot be shaken without your 
authority being brought down, which has 
been most clearly shown in several instan- 
ces.” In the same way the supreme fore­
thought and courage of Our Predecessors 
have been shown, especially of Clement 
XL, Benedict XIV., and Leo XII., who, 
when, in their day, the evil of vicious sects 
was becoming greater, endeavored by their 
authority to bar the door against them. And 
We Ourselves have several times declared 
what great dangers are impending, and have 
pointed out the best ways of warding them 
off. To princes and other rulers of the 
State we have offered the protection of re 
ligion, and we have exhorted the people to 
make abundant use of the great benefits 
which the Church supplies. Our present 
object is to make princes understand that 
the protection which is stronger than any is 
again offered to them; and we earnestly 
exhort them in our Lord to defend religion, 
end to consult the interest of their States 
by giving that liberty to the Church which 
cannot be taken away without injury and 
ruin to the commonweshh. The Church 
of Christ indeed cannot be an object of sas- 
picion to rulers, nor of hatred to the peo- 
ple: for it urges them to follow justice, 
and in nothing to decline from their duty; 
while at the same time it strengthens and 
in many ways supports their authority. All 
things that are of a civil nature the Church 
acknowledges and declares to be under 
the power and authority of the ruler; and 
in those things the judgment of which be­
longs for different reasons both to the sac­
red and to the civil power the Church wish­
es that there should be harmony between 
the two so that injurious contests may be 
avoided. As to what regarde the people, 
the Church hss been established for the sal­
vation of all men and has ever loved them 
as a mother. For the Church it is which 
by the exercise of its charity has given 
gentleness to the minds of men, kindness to 
their manners, and justice to their laws, 
and never opposed to honest liberty, she 
has always detested a tyrant’s rule;
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FIRE and LIFE. hesitate to affirm that, within the limits 

of the. Empire, the number of enemies 
was wont to diminish just in proportion 
as the number of Christians increased. 
There is also a remarkable testimony to 
the same point in the Epistle to Diogne- 
tus, which confirms the statement that 
the Christians at that period were not 
only in the habit of obeying the laws, 
but in every office they of their own ac­
cord did more, and more perfectly than 
they were required to do by the laws. 
“Christians observe those things which 
have obtained the sanction of the law, 
and in the character of their lives they 
even go beyond the law.” The case in­
deed was different when they were order-
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This custom which the church has had of 
deserving well of mankind is notably ex 
pressed by St. Augustine when he says : 
“The Church teaches Kings to study the 
welfare of their people, the people to sub­
mit to their Kings, showing what is due to 
all; and to all is due charity and to no one 
injustice.” For these reasons, Venerable 
Brethren, your work will be the most use­
ful and salutary if you employ with us every 
industry and effort which God has given to 
you in averting the dangers and evils of 
human society. Strive with all possible 
care to make men understand and show 
forth in their lives what the Catholic 
Church teaches on government and the 
duty of obedience. Let the people be fre­
quently urged by your authority and teach­
ing to fly from the forbidden sects, to sbhor 
all conspiracy, to have nothing to do with 
sedition, and let them understand that they 
who for God’s sake, obey their rulers ren­
der a reasonable service and a generous 
obedience. And as it is God “who gives 
safety to Kings,” grants the people “to rest 
in the besuty of peace and in the taber­
nacles of confidence and in healthy repose,” 
It is to Him we must pray, beseeching Him 
to incline all minds to uprightness and 
truth, to calm all angry passions, to restore 
the long wished for tranquility to the 
world.

That we may pray with greater hope, let 
us take as our intercessors and protectors 
of our welfare the Virgin Mary, the Great 
Mother of God, the Help of Christians, and 
Protector of the human race; St. Joseph, 
her chaste spouse, in whose patronage the 
whole Church greatly trusts; and the 
Princes of the Apostles, Peter and Paul, 
the guardians and protectors of the Chris­
tian name, and meanwhile, in token of the 
Divine favor, We most lovingly grant in 
Our Lord to all of you, Venerable Breth­
ren, to the clergy and the people commit 
ted to your fidelity Our Apostolic Benedic­
tion.

ed by the edicts of Emperors and the 
threats of Prætors to abandon the Chris­
tian faith or in any way fail in their 
duty; at these times, undoubtedly, they 
preferred to displease men rather than 
God. Yet, even under these circumstan­
ces, they were so far from doing any­
thing-seditious or despising the imperial 
majesty that they took it upon them­
selves only to profess themselves Chris­
tians, and declare that they would not in 
any way alter their faith. But they had 
no thought of resistance; calmly and joy­
fully they went to the torture of the 
rack, insomuch that the magnitude of • he 
torments gave place to their magnitude 
of mind. During the same period the 
force of Christian principles was observ­
ed in like manner in the army. For it 
was a mark of a Christian soldier to com­
bine the greatest fortitude with the great­
est attention to military discipline, and 
to add to nobility of mind immovable 
fidelity towards his prince. But if any, 
thing dishonorable was required of him- 
as, for instance, to break the laws of God, 
or to turn his sword against innocent dis- 
eiples of Christ, then, indeed, he refused 
to execute the orders, yet in such wise 
that he would rather retire from the

derstood to emanate from God as its 
august and most sacred source.

And than this opinion it is impossible 
that any should be found not only more 
true but even more advantageous. For 
the authority of the rulers of a State, if 
it be a certain communication of Divine 
power, for this very reason immediately 
acquires a dignity greater than human; 
not, indeed, that impious and most ab­
surd dignity sometimes desired by hea­
then emperors when affecting divine hon­
ors, but a true and solid one and one re­
ceived by a certain Divine gift and bene­
faction. Whence it will behove citizens 
to submit themselves to be obedient to 
princes, as to God, not so much through 
fear of punishment as through respect 
for their majesty, nor for the sake of 
pleasing, but through conscience of doing 
their duty. And by this means authority 
will remain far more firmly seated in its 
place. For the citizens, perceiving the 
force of this duty, would necessarily avoid
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dishonesty and contumacy, because they 
must be persuaded that they who resist. army and die for his religion than oppose 

’ the public authority by means of sedition 
and tumult.

State authority resist the Divine will;
that they who refuse honor to princes re­
fuse it to God himself.

This doctrine the Apostle Paul partic­
ularly inculcated to the Romans; to 
whom he wrote on the reverence to be 
entertained towards the higher powers 
with so great authority and weight that 
it seems that nothing could be prescribed 
more weightily. “Let every soul be sub 
ject to higher powers, for there is no

follow that when the people thought of 
princedom, the image of a certain sacred 
majesty would present itself to their 
minds, by which they would be impelled 
to greater reverence and love of princes.

many. Since that epoch not only has 
the multitude striven that a liberty greater 
than is just should be meted out to it, 
but it has seen fit to fashion the origin 
and constitution of the civil society of 
men in accordance with its own will.

Indeed, very many men of more recent 
times, walking in the footsteps of those 
who in a former age assumed to them­
selves the names of philosophers, say that 
all power comes from the people ; so that 
those who exercise it in the State do so 
not as their own, but as delegated to 
them by the people, and that, by this 
rule, it can be evoked by the will of the 
very people by whom it was delegated. 
But from these Catholics dissent, who af­
firm that the right to rule is from God, 
as from a natural and necessary principle.

But it is of importance to remark in 
this place that those who may be placed 
over the State may in certain cases be 
chosen by the will and decision of the 
multitude, without opposition to or im­
pugning of the Catholic doctrine. And 
by thia choice, in truth, the prince is de­
signated, but the rights of princedom are 
not thereby conferred ; -nor is the author­
ity delegated to him, but the person by 
whom it is to be exercised is determined 
upon.

There is no question here respecting 
forms of government, for there is no rea­
son why the Church should not appreve 
of the chief power being held by one man 
or by more, provided only it be just, 
and that it tend to the common advan­
tage. Wherefore, so long as justice be 
respected, the people are not hindered 
from choosing for themselves that form 
of government which suits beat their own 
disposition, or the institutions and cus­
toms of their ancestors.

But as regards political power, that the 
Church rightly teaches comes from God, 
for it finds this clearly testified in the Sa­
cred Scriptures and in the monuments of 
antiquity ; besides, no other doctrine can 
be conceived which is more agreeable to 
reason, or more in accord with the safety 
of both princes and peoples.

In truth, that the source of human 
power is in God the books of the Old 
Testament in very many places clearly 
establish. " By me kings reign, . . . . 
by Me princes rule, and the mighty de­
cree justice.” And in another place, 
“Give ear you that rule the people. ... 
For power is given you of the Lord and 
strength by the Most High.” And the 
same thing is contained in the book of 
Ecclesiasticus : “ Over every nation He 
hath set a ruler.” These things, how­
ever, which they had learnt of God, by 
little and little men were untaught by 
heathen superstition, which, as it has cor­
rupted the true aspect of very many ideas 
of things, so also it has corrupted the 
natural form and beauty of the chief 
power. Afterwards, when the Christian 
Gospel shed its light, vanity yielded to 
truth, and the noble apd divine principle 
whence all authority flows began to shine 
forth. To the Roman Governor, ostenta­
tiously pretending that he had the power 
of releasing and condemning, our Lord 
Jesus Christ answered ; " Thou shouldst 
not have any power against Me unless it 
were given thee from above.” And St. 
Augustine, in explaining this passage, 
says: “ Let us learn what He said, which 
also He taught by His Apostle, that there 
is no power but of God.” The faithful 
voice of the Apostles as an echo repeats 
the doctrine and precepts of Jesus Christ. 
The teaching of Paul to the Romans, 
when subject to the authority of heathen 
princes, is lofty and full of gravity : 
“There is no power but from God,” 
from which he draws the seemingly neces­
sary conclusion : “ The prince is the min­
ister of God.”

The Fathers of the Church have taken 
great care to proclaim and propagate this 
very doctrine in which they had been in­
structed. “We do not attribute,” says 
St. Augustine; 11 the power of giving 
government and empire to any but the 
true God.” On the same passage St. 
John Chrysostom says : “ In that there 
are kingdoms, and that some rale, while 
others are subject, and that none of these 
things are brought about by accident or 
rashly,.... is, I say, a work of Divine 
wisdom.” The same truth is testified by 
St. Gregory the Great, saying : “We 
confess that power is given from above 
to emperors and kings.” Verily the holy 
doctors have undertaken to illustrate also 
the same precepts by the natural light of

power but from God. Therefore he that 
resisteth the power resisteth the ordi­
nance of God, and they that resist pur­
chase to themselves damnation.................  
Wherefore be subject of necessity, not 
only for wrath, but also for conscience 
sake." And in agreement with this is 
the celebrated declaration of Peter, the 
Prince of the Apostles, on the same sub- 
ject. ” Be ye subject, therefore, to every 
human creature for God’s sake ; whether 
it be to the King as excelling, or to gov- 
ernors, as sent by him for the punishment 
of evil doers, and for the praise of the 
good, for so is the will of God.

The only reason which men have for 
not obeying is when anything is demand­
ed of them which is openly repugnant to 
the natural or the Divine law, for every­
thing in which the law of nature or the 
will of God is violated it is equally unlaw­
ful to command and to do. If, therefore, 
it should happen to anyone to be com­
pelled to prefer one or the other, viz., to 
disregard either the commands of God or 
those of rulers, he must obey Jesus 
Christ, who commands us to “give to 
Ctesar the things that are Cæsar’s, and to 
God the things that are God’s,” and must 
reply courageously after the example of 
the Apostles, “ We ought to obey God 
rather than men." And yet there is no 
reason why those who so behave them- 
selves should be accused of refusing obe­
dience ; for if the will of rulers is opposed 
to the will and the laws of God, they 
themselves exceed the bounds of their 
own power and pervert justice; nor can 
their authority then be valid, which, 
when there is no justice, is null.

But in order that justice may be re­
tained in government it is of the highest 
importance that those who rule States 
should understand that political power 
was not created for the advantage of any 
private individual ; and that the adminis­
tration of the State must be carried on to 
the profit of those who have been com­
mitted to their care, not to the profit of 
those to whom it hss been committed. 
Let princes take example from the Most 
High God, by whom authority is given 
to them, and placing before themselves 
his model in governing the State, let 
them rule over the people with equity 
and faithfulness, and let them add to 
that severity which is necessary a pater­
nal charity. On this account they are 
warned in the oracles of the Sacred Scrip- 
tures, that they will have themselves 
some dsy to render an account to the 
King of Kings and Lord of Lords; if 
they shall fail in their duty, that it will 
not be possible for them in any way to 
escape the severity of God. “The Most 
High will examine your works and 
search out your thoughts ; because being 
ministers of His kingdom you have not 
judged rightly.................. Horribly and
speedily will He appear to you, for a 
most severe judgment shall be for them 
that bear rale.....................For God will
not accept any man’s person, neither will 
He stand in awe of any man’s greatness; 
for He made the little and the great, and 
He hath equal care of all. But a greater 
punishment is ready for the more

with the celebration of solemn rites; 
which, in the Old Testament, was ap­
pointed by the divine authority.

But from the time when the civil so­
ciety of men, raised from the ruins of the 
Roman Empire, gave hope of its future 
Christian greatness, the Roman Pontiffs 
by the institution of the Holy Empire, 
consecrated the political power in a won­
derful manner. Greatly, indeed, was the 
authority of rulers ennobled; and it is 
not to be doubted that what was then in­
stituted would always have been a very 
great gain both to ecclesiastical and civil 
society, if princes and people would have 
always looked to the same object as the 
Church. And, indeed, tranquility and a 
sufficient prosperity lasted so long as 
there was a friendly agreement between 
these two powers. If the people were 
turbulent, the Church was at once ’the 
mediator for peace; and, recalling all to 
their duty, she subdued the more lawless 
passions partly by kindness and partly 
by authority. So, if in ruling, princes 
erred in their government, she would go 
to them, and, putting before them the 
rights, needs and lawful wants of the 
people, would urge them to equity, mer­
cy and kindness. Whence it was often 
brought about that the danger of civil 
wars and of tumults was stayed.

On the other hand, the theories of the 
body politic invented by late writers have 
already produced great ills amongst men, 
and it is to be feared that they will cause 
the very greatest disasters to posterity. 
For an unwillingness to attribute the 
right of ruling to God, as its author, is 
no less than a willingness to blot out the 
greatest splendor of political power and 
to destroy its force. And they who say 
that this power depends on the will of 
the people err in opinion first of all; then 
they place authority on too weak and un­
stable a foundation. For the popular 
passions, incited and goaded on by these 
opinions, will break out more insolently; 
and, with greater harm to the common 
weal, descend headlong by an easy and 
smooth road to tumults and to open se- 
dition. In truth, sudden uprisings and 
the boldest rebellions immediately fol­
lowed in Germany the so-called Refor­
mation, the authors and leaders of which, 
by their new doctrines, attacked from 
the very foundation religious and civil 
authority—and thia with so fearful an 
outburst of civil war and with such 
slaughter, that there was scarcely any 
place free from tumult and bloodshed. 
From this heresy there arose in the 1 last 
century a false philosophy, a new right as 
it is called, and a popular authority, to­
gether with an unbridled license, which 
many regard as the only true liberty. 
Hence we have reached the limit of hor-
