Orrawa, Jan, 31.—The failure of Gar-
land, Mutchmore & Co. has forced McKin-
non Bros., and Wilson & Co., of Sparks
street, to make assignments. Their habili-
ties are not known, but it is thought they
will be somewhere in the vicinity of $50,-
000. Garland & Mutchmore's are now es-
timated at between $250,000 and $300,000.
Their discounts in the banks amount to
$180,000 and their English liabilities fo
$80,000.

A meeting of the lumbermen of the Do-
minion will take place at Ottawa, on the
11th of February, to discuss the proposed
changes in the tariff, if any, in so far as
they will affect the lumber trade.
